SPECIAL MEETING

APRIL 14, 1997

The meeting was opened at 7:00 PM with the following present: Gary Anderson, Larry Lahman, Mark Roach, George Knox, Tom Myers—Independent, John Kamphake, Del Sheets and Bruce Buxton—WSN, Jack Christofferson—EDC.

1) RE: In-floor heating problems.  See attached letter from EDC, same subject.

Anderson asked about 12 KW vice 14 KW in Ambulance garage.


Christofferson talked about the heat loss formula, the multiplier and the two interior walls.

Lahman asked about 12 KW and the doors opening 14 times, average, a month.

Christofferson said that 12 KW would be enough to handle that number of openings.

Knox asked why 12 KW instead of 14 KW.

Christofferson said the cables had to be installed in pairs and in 1 KW increments, ie. 4 x 3KW = 12 KW.

Campbell asked Sheets about the EZ Heat problem and if that was going to be a separate issue.

Sheets briefly explained the EZ Heat problem for everyone’s benefit and said we would deal with it as a separate issue.

2) Motion by Lahman to close the meeting to go into closed session for the purpose of discussing with legal counsel threatened or potential litigation.  Second by Roach.

a) Vote in favor: Roach, Lahman, Knox.

b) Dissent: None.

Anderson declared the meeting closed and asked everyone to leave.

Discussion:


Anderson:  Arrangement has already been made for housing the Fire Equipment.


Campbell:  Suggested that 2 x 3 KW and 2 x 4 KW = 14 KW.


Jacobson:  Suggested the City get some sort of contract clearly specifying who will be responsible for what.


Anderson:  Fire Department can be out of the Fire Hall until June 19.

Concerns:


May 12 start date.  Open House scheduled for May 9th.  Fire Department moving out May 10th.


Four week time frame.  Has curing time for concrete and sealer been considered?


First month rent for Fire Truck garage is $450; weekly rate after first month is $125.


Need for some kind of contract vehicle.

3) Motion by Knox to reopen meeting. Second by Roach.

Vote in favor: Knox, Lahman, Roach.

Anderson:  The proposal looks good and the Council appreciates the effort.  The Council has some concerns.  The May 10th start date


Christofferson:  They will start in the ambulance garage, which will allow the Fire Department to move out.


Anderson: The Council would like to know the cost of the extra 2 KW of heat for the Ambulance garage.


Christofferson:  I will find out from Hendershot and let Campbell know as soon as possible.


Anderson:  The Council is concerned that the job will take more than four weeks.


Christofferson:  We have considered curing time for the concrete and the sealant.  Our original thought was three weeks but went to four weeks.


Buxton:  Concern about some sort of contractual vehicle, possibly a change order.

Council, by consensus, gives Campbell authority to make and sign contract arrangements.
