a) JULY 7, 1997

b) The meeting was opened at 5:00 PM with the following present: Gary Anderson, George Knox, Larry Lahman, Mark Roach, Tom Myers—Independent, John Kamphake, Richard & Lois Drewelow.

c) Motion by Lahman to pass all expenses for a private water service to property owned by Mr. Drewelow to Mr. Drewelow.  Mr. Drewelow will also have the normal connection fee of $240. Those expenses are due immediately.  The City will transfer one-half of the Bergevin’s $4396.07 assessment from Bergevin’s taxes to Drewelow’s taxes. Second by Roach.

d) Discussion: The City was not able to install the water main as originally planned.  The City then ran a private service line in the alley North of Mr. Drewelow’s property.   The City will pay for materials and Mr. Drewelow will pay for labor to extend sewer to the alley North of his property.  Mr. Drewelow will also be responsible for the $600 sewer assessment.  All sewer related expenses may be put on property taxes.

e) Vote in favor: Roach, Lahman, Knox.

2) Dissent: None

3) Discussion:  A question was raised concerning Mr. Drewelow’s double wide manufactured house being located in a residential neighborhood zoned R1 as opposed to being located in the Manufactured Home Park.  After a thorough review of the Parkers Prairie Zoning Ordinances, the Council decided that there was no requirement for the manufactured home be on a foundation or that it be located in the Park.

4) The meeting was closed to discuss the Council’s approval of hiring a new bartender.

There being no other business on the agenda, the meeting was adjourned at 6:50 PM.
