SPECIAL MEETING

AUGUST 4, 1997

The Public Hearing for JoAnn Koehn’s fence variance was opened at 5:00 PM with the following present: Gary Anderson, George Knox, Larry Lahman, Mark Roach, Carl Henning, David Campbell, Tom Myers—Independent, and others (see attached sign in sheet).

1) Motion by Henning to grant JoAnn Koehn a variance to build a fence one-foot inside her property line and up to eight feet tall.  Second by Lahman.

a) Discussion: Ralph Hemmerlin of Hemmerlin Construction submitted a drawing of the location and layout of the fence in relation to the property line as well as a sketch of the fence section design on behalf of JoAnn Koehn.  Anderson asked for comments from the table.  Henning suggested that sometimes fences were necessary.  Anderson called for comments from the floor.  There were none.

a) Vote in favor: Roach, Lahman, Knox, Henning.

b) Dissent: None

The Public Hearing for the Rifle Range was deferred until other business before a Special Council Meeting was conducted.  Public Hearing closed at 5:10 PM and Special Council Meeting was opened at the same time.

c) Motion by Lahman to finance connection of the existing third well (located North and West of Water Treatment Plant), the Water Plant Controls project and the Filter Media Replacement project by borrowing up to $100,000 from the General Fund Reserves.  The Water Enterprise Fund will repay the General Fund $10,000 a year plus current market rate on Certificate of Deposit.  Robertson Wells will plumb in the third well.  Second by Roach.

d) Discussion:  Campbell explained that the City was to far along with the Controls project to qualify for a Drinking Water Revolving Fund loan.  Even the combination of all three projects may not have been a large enough dollar amount to make a Fund loan practical because of the legal costs involved.

e) Vote in favor: Henning, Lahman, Roach, Knox.

f) Dissent: None.

2) Motion by Henning to approve lease with changes concerning annual review and stipulation that the City continue to be a member of the Joint Powers Board.  Second by Knox.

a) Discussion:  Henning asked that the contract be reviewed annually because the City may want to change the rent from time to time.  Lahman wanted some language that would give the Ambulance Service a more stable tenure.  Campbell will make the changes and review them with Lahman and Huckle before signing.

b) Vote in favor: Henning, Lahman, Knox, Roach.

c) Dissent: None.

3) Discussion:  Anderson suggested that the Open House / Dedication for the new building be held Friday, September 12th, 2:00 PM to 8:00 PM.  The council agreed by consensus.

The meeting was adjourned at 5:30 PM and reconvened at the proposed Rifle Range at 6:00 PM.

4) Motion by Lahman to consult with the City Attorney about the City’s position with regard to the City’s agreement with Arnie Koehn.  If the City can get the necessary land and the range is offset to the North a little, then the Sportsman’s Club can proceed.  Second by Knox.

a) Discussion:  Jeff Koep explained to everybody on site where the range would be sited and pointed out the distances to surrounding objects.  Al Peppersack was still concerned about property to the West and asked that the range be offset to the North a little.  The major concern was the agreement with Arnie Koehn and his willingness or unwillingness to give up enough land to site the rifle range.  Campbell will get the pertinent documents to Levervick for his opinion and options.

b) Vote in favor: Know, Henning, Lahman, Roach.

c) Dissent: None.

There being no other business on the agenda, the meeting was adjourned at 6:10 PM.
