5) Motion by Hilgren to hire JoAnn Doering as a part-time bartender.  Second by Knox.

a) Discussion:  JoAnn is experienced and well known in the community.

b) Vote in favor: Hilgren, Knox, Roach.

c) Dissent: None.

6) Discussion:  Anderson announced that the new Fire Dept. rescue truck would be delivered next month.

7) Discussion: Police Chief Whiting reminded the Council that one year ago West Central EMS Corp placed a defib unit with the Police Department.  The purchase price of the unit new was about $3400.  After one year, the price was $750 and the local Sportsmans Club donated the money.  Whiting informed the Council that the Dept had received a COPS technology grant and would be buying a new computer and software to be Y2K compliant.  Whiting also informed the Council that he had applied for a Dept of Safety grant for a radio booster.  The grant should pay for half the $1,500 price tag.  In the event we don’t get the grant, Whiting feels we should go ahead and get the booster as an Officer safety issue.

8) Motion by Hilgren to repair entry roof at the Senior Center.  Second by Roach.

a) Discussion: The roof of the entry was never flanged to the building, which allows snow and rain run in.  The drywall is crumbling and falling down.  Campbell will ask Forrest Potvin to look at the problem and make repairs.

b) Vote in favor: Hilgren, Knox, Roach.

9) Anderson informed the Council that the Fire Department was going to get a grant for up to $1,000 from the DNR to pump water from Kamphake’s gravel pit north on Hwy 29.  This would be used to fill Fire Dept tank trucks when fighting fires north of town.

10) Knox talked to the Council about school-to-work program the High School was promoting.  The program would help integrate students into the work environment.

There being no other business, the meeting adjourned at 7:40 PM.
