SPECIAL MEETING

January 21, 1999

The meeting was opened at 5:00 PM with the following present: Gary Anderson, Mark Roach, George Knox, Larry Lahman, Carold Hilgren, Dave Campbell, Tom Myers—Independent, Forrest Potvin, John Hanson.

1) Discussion: The topic was Liquor Store bathroom renovations.  Anderson started the discussion by reviewing the project history.  Campbell had drawn up a possible plan and sent it out to several architectural firms for cost estimates.  The estimates came back at between $150,000 and $300,000, a cost that the Council was not willing to invest in the old building.  

Lahman: Henning wanted bathrooms made ADA compliant from the time he got on the Council.  After the high estimates came in the Council told Henning and Campbell to get the bathrooms done.

Hilgren:  That’s been on the agenda for years.

Knox: Should be doing other things besides bathrooms.

Hilgren: Old electric panel in the way and we can’t mess with that.  Dividing wall a bearing wall, have to be careful of the dividing wall.  Should really be looking at a new building.  I don’t think we will ever do anything with the upstairs either.

Lahman:  Should look at a new building and do some cosmetic fix-up to the old.

Potvin:  Floors are soft behind the bar.

Hilgren:  Should look at a new Liquor Store with the new Community Center.

Knox:  Should be looking at a new building.

1) Motion by Lahman to finish the bathrooms and to fix the plumbing and floors behind the bar.  Second by Knox.
