b) Vote in favor: Knox, Roach, Hilgren, Lahman.

All agreed that he should try to park them somewhere else.  The discussion then drifted to semi overnight parking on City streets.  Campbell will talk with Chief Whiting.

3) Motion by Hilgren to pay the January bills as presented.  Second by Roach.

a) Discussion: None.

b) Vote in favor: Knox, Roach, Hilgren, Lahman.

c) Dissent: None.

4) Anderson announced that the Fire Department was going to have a meeting with the Town Boards to present the new Fire Contracts on Thursday, February 18, 1999.

There being no other business, the meeting adjourned at 7:25 p.m.
