PARKERS PRAIRIE CITY COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING

APRIL 19, 1999

The meeting was opened at 7:00 PM with the following present: Gary Anderson, Carold Hilgren, Larry Lahman, Dave Campbell, and Doug Whiting.  Also present were Tom Myers—Independent, Rodney Peterson, Ralph Hemmerlin, Tom Klemenhagen of Stahlberg Nyberg Surveying, John Kamphake, Rick Mittag of Pro-Ag Co-op, Lori and Carl Henning, Rodney and Mary Froemming, Dave Vogt, Ray Caauwe, Donna Steidl, Dave Gappa, Ron Markham, Jim Dauphinais.

Open Public Hearing to consider Rodney Froemming’s zoning variance request.  The property involved is the Northwest corner of Carl and Lori Henning’s land, located on the east side of South Hwy 29, approximately 600 feet south of Campbell St. There will be approximately 240 feet of highway frontage and approximately 363 feet deep involving 2 acres.  Froemming is requesting the property be rezoned from Lakeshore to Commercial.

1) Motion by Lahman to approve the variance as requested.  Second by Roach.

a) Discussion:  Steidl asked if City sewer and water would be mandated for Froemming and everyone else in the area.  Froemming has been in contact with the County and can install a private sewer system, with modifications, to service a funeral home.  The Council indicated that City water and sewer would not be available in the area in the immediate future.  Dave Vogt expressed support of the rezoning.  Caauwe was concerned if the community could support two funeral homes.  Anderson noted that there was no correspondence for or against the request and that no one present spoke against the request.

b) Vote in favor: Hilgren, Lahman, Knox, Roach.

c) Dissent: None

Close Public Hearing.

1) Motion by Lahman to approve Minutes for February 16, 1999 meeting.  Second by Hilgren.

a) Discussion: None.

b) Vote in favor: Hilgren, Lahman. 

c) Dissent: None.

2) Motion by Lahman to hire Jodi Borene as a part-time bartender.  Second by Hilgren.

a) Discussion: The Liquor Store has been running short-handed since Hasse left in December.  Borene is an experienced bartender and is familiar with pull-tab operations and the scanner.

b) Vote in favor: , Hilgren, Lahman

3) Motion by Hilgren to pay the February bills as presented.  Second by Lahman.

a) Discussion: None.

b) Vote in favor: Hilgren, Lahman.

c) Dissent: None.

4) Campbell announced that the annual Board of Review would be held on Monday, April 19th at 1:00 p.m.  Three Council members need to be present.

5) Motion by Lahman to allow Revering dig up two blocks of West Colfax from Sunset Ave to Clayborn Ave to install storm sewer pipe.  Revering to restore road and paving.  Second by Hilgren.

a) Discussion: Revering needs to provide storm water drainage for the West Colfax addition.  Stahlberg, Nyberg & Assoc. has determined that an 8 inch pipe can reach from the addition’s detention pond to the City storm sewer line under Clayborn and provide the necessary drainage to handle the 10 year rain.  Chris Thorson of Larson-Peterson provided documentation from MNDot concurring with the findings.  Campbell will send letter to MNDot for final approval.  Revering will bear the cost of installing the pipe and re-surfacing the street.

b) Vote in favor: Hilgren, Lahman.

c) Dissent: None.

6) Motion by Lahman to extend the paving contract completion date from July 1st 1999 to August 1st 1999.  Second by Hilgren.

a) Discussion: Stahlberg, Nyberg & Assoc. have talked with Central Specialties (the City’s paving contractor for the Northwest Area project) and Central Specialties has agreed to pave Colfax for Revering using the City’s contract.  Because of the extra time needed for Revering to get the storm water pipe installed, Central Specialties wants an additional 30 days for contract completion.  Chris Thorson will initiate a Change Order with Central Specialties on behalf of the City.

b) Vote in favor: Hilgren, Lahman.

c) Dissent: None

7) Discussion: Tom Klemenhagen passed out preliminary drawings which showed his proposal for providing water, sanitary sewer and storm water drainage for the Revering industrial park and adjacent properties.  The industrial park is based on the assumption that the County will rebuild a section of CSAH 42 from the tracks east to the City limits.  Ralph Hemmerlin raised objections about the amount of truck traffic that would be going by his three bungalows if CSAH 42 were rerouted.  Hemmerlin also suggested that he felt the City had made some agreements about the future development of the area in exchange for a 33-foot strip of land that the City then used for street construction.  At this point several discussions were going on among all those present.  Mayor Anderson called the meeting back to order.  Anderson stated that until the issue of possible agreements between the City and Soo Development (Hemmerlin) was settled no other business could be dealt with.  Anderson then directed Campbell to research the minutes and any other documents that might indicate agreements between the City and Soo Development and the Council would meet again March 22nd at 7:00 P.M. to continue the discussion:

There being no other business, the meeting adjourned at 8:40 p.m.
