PARKERS PRAIRIE CITY COUNCIL

SPECIAL MEETING

MARCH 22, 1999

The meeting was opened at 7:00 PM with the following present: Gary Anderson, Mark Roach, Carold Hilgren, George Knox, Larry Lahman, Dave Campbell, Tom Myers—Independent, Rodney Peterson, Shorty Revering, Robert Pappenfus, Ralph Hemmerlin, Ron Stahlberg and Tom Klemenhagen of Stahlberg Nyberg Surveying, Chris Thorson of Larson-Peterson and Assoc., Rick Mittag of Pro-Ag Co-op, and Carol Clark.

1) Motion by Hilgren to rescind the requirement that the siding on Carol Clark’s new building run horizontal.  Second by Lahman.

a) Discussion: Clark checked with her contractor and it would cost about $3000 more to run the siding horizontal.  Hilgren thinks the siding should run horizontal and that it would look better but admitted that there are several steel buildings around with the siding running vertical.

b) Vote in favor: Hilgren, Knox, Lahman, Roach.

c) Dissent: None

2) Discussion on Industrial Park.  Mayor Anderson reads excerpts of Council meeting minutes from 1995 and 1996, letter from Campbell, and the deed for 33 feet of land north of the Bungalows from Soo Development to the City.  (The following is not a verbatim transcript of the discussion because some people were talking at the same time and too fast to take comprehensive notes.)  

Hemmerlin: Offers original drawings of placement of the Bungalows that were presented during the original TIF Hearings.  The City was asked to put in road, utilities and maintain a circle drive and Soo Development did not originally agree to the assessment.

Lahman: Soo Development was told all along that there was to be a water and sewer assessment.

Hilgren: Remembers discussion about residential traffic only.

Lahman: (Resolution to make the Soo Street extension for residential traffic only) was postponed indefinitely.

Hemmerlin: October 10th 1995 meeting at the site, new plan (in the TIF Plan) rearranged the Bungalows and gave 33 feet to the City in exchange for the City putting in road, water and sewer.  Why would we give up 33 feet of land and not get anything in return?  We agreed to pay assessments but wanted the street declared residential.

Anderson: The $600 sewer and $25 water connect assessments have to stay. Why didn’t Soo Development challenge the Council about the assessments?

Knox: Number 1 issue is the $3804, what’s the number 2 issue?

Hemmerlin: If the street gets paved and gutter, it’s at no expense to Soo Development.

Anderson: The policy is that the City makes the gravel road at no expense to the property owner.  Minutes later say future paving and curb would be assessed to the property owner.

Revering: County will pay for paving and curb from tracks east to the City limits.

Klemenhagen: The project has to be in the County’s five year plan, but the work would probably be done in three or less.  The County is proposing a 44-foot wide street.

Knox: Number 3 issue is speed limit.

Revering: County regulates speed on county roads.

Klemenhagen: City may have some input where county road is within City limits.

Knox: Need to get information from County about who pays for the paving and curb.

Hemmerlin: What about chloride on the road until it gets paved?

Lahman: The City will put chloride down just like any other City street.

3) Motion by Lahman to pay Soo Development $3804 for 33 feet of road right-of-way.  Second by Knox.

a) Discussion: See previous discussion:

b) Vote in favor: Knox, Lahman, Hilgren, Roach.

c) Dissent: None.

4) Motion by Knox to accept Lift Station Alternative #2 as proposed by Stahlberg, Nyberg & Assoc. (would provide capacity to service future development north of CSAH 42) and share the estimated $80,000 cost 50/50 with Revering.  Second by Lahman.

a) Discussion:  Larson-Peterson submitted a similar proposal at $65,000 which did not allow for de-watering, an estimated $10,000 cost.  City’s share of cost would be deferred against future development to the north.  Knox felt it would be foolish not to do this.  Klemenhagen asked what the City was going to do to the north.  Hilgren said that the area would develop someday.

b) Vote in favor: Knox, Lahman, Hilgren, Roach.

c) Dissent: None.

5) Discussion: Storm water problem at elevator, Peterson’s warehouse’s and the Revering development were discussed.  Possible solutions include grading and possible piping. Engineers will meet with elevator and Peterson to determine costs and possible cost sharing.

6) Discussion: Chris Thorson of Larson-Peterson passed out a copy of a letter addressed to the County giving as estimate for the proposed CSAH 42 at $ 507,000.

7) Discussion: Chris Thorson passed out a letter asking for cost sharing for aerial photography of the area east of the tracks.  The group could not determine who the players were and what fair shares would be.  Engineers to develop proposal for next meeting.

There being no other business, the meeting adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
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
