PARKERS PRAIRIE CITY COUNCIL

SPECIAL MEETING

1) APRIL 9, 1999

The meeting was opened at 5:00 PM with the following present: Gary Anderson, Mark Roach, George Knox, Larry Lahman, Carold Hilgren, Dave Campbell, Tom Myers—Independent.

2) Discussion: Opening comments by Mayor Anderson informed the Council that Jody Ackerman, the part-time administration employee, will be leaving for full-time employment elsewhere.  Anderson told Hilgren, Knox and Roach about a previous meeting that he, Lahman and Campbell had with Karen Meyers brother and sister.  The family was told at that time the City would hold Meyers job open as long as possible.  Anderson said that, despite strong loyalty and appreciation for Meyers long time employment, the time has come to consider the needs.  In a conversation with Tom Weiss, the City Auditor, Anderson was told that the City needed to hire someone with the qualifications necessary for the position. 

Hilgren: We probably need to hire someone.

Knox: I get mixed signals from her sister-in-law, but I agree.  We need to move on.

Anderson: Do I understand that everyone agrees that we need to hire a full-time City Clerk?  

All Council members agree.

3) Motion by Knox to advertise the position and accept applications for 10 business days.  Second by Hilgren.

a) Discussion: Campbell explained the Family Medical Leave Act as it was presented by the League of MN Cities.  All Cities and employees are included in the Act if the City employees 50 or more people, including volunteer firemen, within 75 miles of the City.  It would require the City to give a covered employee up to 12 weeks unpaid leave and hold their position open for the employees return.  Parkers does not have 50 employees so is not included in the Act.

b) Vote in favor: Knox, Hilgren, Roach, Lahman.

a) Dissent: None.

There being no other business, the meeting adjourned at 5:25 PM.
