BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT

APRIL 23, 1999

The meeting began at 10:00 AM with the following present: Debbie Thormondson-- assistant assessor from Otter Tail County, Larry Lahman, Mark Roach, Carold Hilgren, David Campbell.

1. Thormondson opened the meeting with the comment that the Location Factor for Parkers Prairie was 90 percent and is now 100 percent, and that there was a 5 percent schedule increase based on sales. 

2. Al Riedel bought the old car wash from Dave Madson and changed its use from car wash to storage for the Bus Garage.  Thormondson said the building was block as opposed to steel sheds and has more value.  She will review after the meeting.

3. Mr. Edward Griffen asked about his valuation because the trailer was taxed as personal property. Thormondson will review after the meeting.

4. Donna Krull informed the Council that there would be no business on the property after January 1st.  She wanted the property to be considered as full Homestead.  Krull also asked about ‘This Old House’ program.  Thormondson will meet with Krull after the meeting.

5. Larro Hilgren asked why his valuation had increased.  Thormondson explained that his value had increased because of Location and Schedule increases.

6. Gilmore Jahnke also asked why his valuation had increased and expressed concern that the house had not been measured correctly. Thormondson explained that his value had increased because of Location and Schedule increases.  She will meet with Jahnke after the meeting to re-measure the house.

7. Glen Kramer asked about the value of the land at Prairie Implement. Thormondson reviewed the records and the value of the front footage had not changed in three years.

8. Ray Caauwe inquired about how the taxes were figured on the Café.  Thormondson said the property went from Commercial/Homestead to Commercial, but that the Commercial rates had decreased.

9. Carl Amundson had a question about two mobile homes added as of January 2nd, 1999.  Thormondson will review at the Trailer Park after the meeting.

10. Roger Froemming asked about his valuation. Thormondson explained that his value had increased because of Location and Schedule increases.
