BUDGET MEETING

SEPTEMBER 13, 1999

The meeting was opened at 7:00 PM with the following present: Gary Anderson, Mark Roach, Carold Hilgren, George Knox, Larry Lahman, Dave Campbell, and Doug Whiting.

1) Motion by Knox to adopt the year 2000 budget as presented with amendments.  The levy to be certified to the County is $204,207.00.  Second by Lahman.

a) Discussion: The Council discussed the offer to be made to the Union employees.  As an initial position, the City will offer 3 sets of uniforms, 1 pair of boots, 1 Spring/Fall jacket, and 1 set thermal coveralls.  The initial Union request was for a dollar-an-hour increase, which amounts to about 8 percent.  Knox felt something in the 4 to 5 percent this year and again next year was more appropriate.  The Council agreed.  After a review of projected expenditures and revenues, Off-Sale Liquor revenue was decreased from $72,000 to $62,000.  The Council agreed to reduce the MLS transfer from $30,000 to $15,000 and increase the levy from $189,207 to $204,207.  The Council felt that if the large transfers were to continue, the MLS would never retain enough earnings to build a new facility.

b) Vote in favor: Hilgren, Knox, Lahman, Roach.

c) Dissent: None

There being no further business scheduled, the meeting adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
