PARKERS PRAIRIE CITY COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING

October 18, 1999

The meeting was opened at 7:00 PM with the following present: George Knox, Mayor pro tem, Carold Hilgren, Mark Roach, and Dave Campbell. Also present was Tom Myers—Independent, John Kamphake, Roger Froemming, Shorty Revering, Mike LaFave—Ehlers & Assoc, State Representative Bud Nornes.

1) Motion by Hilgren to approve minutes for the September 20th, 1999 meetings. Second by Roach.

a) Discussion: None

b) Vote in favor: Roach, Hilgren, Knox.

c) Dissent: None.

2) Motion by Hilgren to adopt Resolution 99-05 which established Development District No. 2 and the Development Program and which established Tax Increment Financing District No. 2-1 and the Tax Increment Financing Plan.  Second by Roach.

a) Discussion: Mike LaFave from Ehlers & Assoc reviewed The Resolution for the Council.  The Resolution Creates Development District No. 2 that coincide with the City boundary limits.  The TIF overview was explained and the budget discussed.  The TIF Plan is a Pay-as-you-go type where the developer pays the up front expenses and gets reimbursed by the Increment over time.  This type of TIF does not put the City at any risk.  The TIF life span is eleven years and with nine years of increment.  State Statutes require a ten- percent local contribution that will be covered by the sanitary and storm sewer work the City will cover.  Those same expenses can be reimbursed by the City’s ten percent of the increment.  The 3, 4, and 5-year milestones for progress were also discussed.  Finally, the findings for the Establishment of Tax Increment Financing District No. 2-1 were discussed.

b) Vote in favor: Roach, Hilgren, Knox.

c) Dissent: None.

3) Motion by Roach to adopt the Business Subsidy Criteria as presented.  Second by Hilgren. 

a) Discussion: The Criteria had been reviewed and discussed at the September Council Meeting and there was no further discussion. 

b) Vote in favor: Roach, Knox, Hilgren.  

c) Dissent: None.


4) Motion by Roach to adopt Resolution 99-04 regarding year 2000 levy increase.                     Second by Hilgren

a) Discussion: A new law requires a Public Hearing be held if a taxing authorities levy will increase above the previous years levy.  Year 2000’s budget will increase $16,550 over 1999.  The increase almost matches the line item for the City’s share of the Northwest Paving project.

b) Vote in favor: Knox, Roach, Hilgren.

c) Dissent: None.

5) Motion by Hilgren to accept the Quit Claim Deed from Revering to the City for Lot 28, Block 1 of the West Colfax Addition.  Second by Roach.

a) Discussion: This matter was tabled at the last meeting because of the restrictions placed upon the City.  Campbell and Revering’s attorney were able to rewrite the restrictions to address the Councils concerns. 

b) Vote in favor: Knox, Roach, Hilgren.

c) Dissent: None.

6) Motion by Hilgren to end the estimating of utility bills and return to customers reading their own meters for three quarters and the City reading the meters the end of September.  Second by Roach.

a) Discussion: Campbell requested the Council to consider returning to the meter turn-around cards.  The City has been using the estimating process for the past four years.  The accuracy is questionable and the customer complaints have continued.  Accounts that do not return the card will be estimated but will have little to complain about if they don’t like the bill.

b) Vote in favor: Knox, Roach, Hilgren.

c) Dissent: None.

7) Motion by Hilgren to pay the September bills as presented.  Second by Roach.

a) Discussion: None.

b) Vote in favor: Roach, Knox, Hilgren.

c) Dissent: None.

8) Discussion: Campbell requested a date be set for a Public Hearing for the Northwest Paving project assessments.  The date was set for Monday, November 22nd, 1999 at 7 P.M. in the Training room.

9) Discussion: Knox reported that the storm water drainpipe under the street by Drewelow is complete. 

10) Discussion: Campbell asked if the Council wanted to set a date and time for Halloween ‘Trick-or-Treating’ in the City, pointing out that rule setting begs enforcement.  The Council declined the honor.

11) Discussion:  State Representative Bud Nornes addressed the Council saying that this is the time of the year he visits the cities in his District.  Rep. Nornes spoke generally about actions in the Legislature and specifically about the City’s request for Bonding Bill funds for the Douglas Ave project.  State Senator Cal Larson will author the Bill and Rep. Nornes will co-sponsor it. Rep. Nornes stated that the Bonding committee had set some limits that a bill must meet before it could advance.  Notably, the bill must be introduced by the first of February and the State must have some interest in the project.  Rep. Nornes felt that our request met the requirements and had a fair chance of succeeding.

a) Motion by Roach to allow John Kamphake to extend the sewer main north across his property.  Second by Hilgren. 

b) Discussion:  Kamphake will be replacing his trailer house with a doublewide (secured to a slab).  He was concerned that if the City wanted to extend the main at some future time the trench would be to close to his new house.  By digging it in now, there would be no future concerns.  Kamphake will donate the digging and the City will supply the pipe.

c) Vote in favor: Roach, Knox, Hilgren.

d) Dissent: None.

There being no other business, the meeting adjourned at 8:20 p.m.
