1) Motion by Lahman that the City fully fund a Group Health Insurance policy for all full-time employees for the year 2000.  The funding of that policy will be negotiable for the year 2001.  Second by Roach.

a) Discussion: There was a lengthy discussion concerning the pro’s and con’s of the City fully funding a Group Health Insurance policy.  One concern was that the City was committing to a long-term expense over which the Council would have little control.  The Council agreed that making the issue negotiable for 2001 would address that concern.  Knox felt the City should fund health care to the 80 or 90 percent level and let the employee contribute the remainder.

b) Vote in favor: Hilgren, Lahman, Roach.

c) Dissent: Knox.

There being no other business, the meeting adjourned at 5:50 P.M.
