REGULAR MEETING

November 15, 1999

The meeting was opened at 7:00 PM with the following present: Gary Anderson, George Knox, Carold Hilgren, Mark Roach, and Dave Campbell. Also present was Tom Myers—Independent, John Kamphake.

a) Motion by Knox to approve minutes for the October 18th, 1999 meeting. Second by Roach.

b) Discussion: Knox requested that a motion in the November 10th Minutes be clarified.  The Motion was made by Lahman, who was not present, so approval of the November 10th Minutes was tabled.

c) Vote in favor: Roach, Hilgren, Knox.

d) Dissent: None.

2) Discussion:  Campbell made a presentation on the City’s Y2K readiness.  The outline of that presentation is attached: 

a) Motion by Knox to allow Fire Department to proceed with purchase of foam applicator from AccuFoam for $5500 installed.  Second by Roach.

b) Discussion: Anderson explained to the Council that the Department has been planning on adding the foam applicator to the inventory and had budgeted enough money this year and next year to pay for the equipment.  Anderson noted that the foam applicator has a number of applications, including interior, structural, and grass fires.  The equipment adds a significant margin of safety for the firefighters and it increases the effectiveness of the available water supply many times over.  The AccuFoam equipment is $5500 installed and the FoamPro equipment is $8000 installed. 

c) Vote in favor: Roach, Hilgren, Knox.

d) Dissent: None.

e) Motion by Knox to allow apartment style clustered mailboxes in the Ponderosa Estates Addition.  Second by Roach.

f) Discussion: The local Postmaster told Shorty Revering that he could not have that style.  Another Postmaster in another town told Anderson that it was up to the City Council.

g) Vote in favor: Roach, Knox, Hilgren.  

h) Dissent: None.


i) Motion by Hilgren to pay the October bills as presented.  Second by Roach.

j) Discussion: None.

k) Vote in favor: Roach, Knox, Hilgren.

3) Dissent: None.

4) Discussion: Campbell presented a letter from Wayne Stein, the County Assessor, offering to have the Board of Adjustment handled by the County.  The consensus was that the Board of Adjustment should remain in the City.  A motion to move the Board was required, but no motion was necessary to leave it in the City.

5) Discussion: A suggestion was made that the City send a letter of support to Dennis Anderson and Michael Martin concerning the Gifting scheme.  Some felt it was not the City’s business and should not get involved.  No motion was made.

There being no other business, the meeting adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
