SPECIAL MEETING

1) NOVEMBER 22, 1999

2) The meeting was opened at 7:00 PM with the following present: Gary Anderson, George Knox, Carold Hilgren, Dave Campbell, Chris Thorson and Tom Augustine—Larson Peterson & Associates, and Tom Myers—Independent.  See attached Attendance sheet for other attendees.

3) Mayor Anderson read items 1 and 2 from the attached Summary of Proceedings Assessment Hearing. 

4) Chris Thorson read item 3 from the attached Summary of Proceedings Assessment Hearing. 

5) Dave Campbell explained past Council decisions regarding assessment payments. The Council set the minimum annual payment at $700 plus interest of 5.2 percent on the unpaid balance beginning January 1st, 2000.  The assessment would be taxable in year 2000 and payable in year 2001. 

6) The floor was then opened for questions.

a) Carmen Hemquist asked if speed limit signs could be installed on Delaware.  Campbell will check with Chief Whiting.

b) Paul Lindquist wanted to know when the interest would begin.  The Council decided the 1st of January, 2000.

c) Don Carlson noted that the water assessment against his property had been deferred but wondered why it was even done.  He also stated that he did not feel he’s benefiting from the paved street because he never uses it for access to his farmland and felt the paving should be deferred as well.  Knox said the water was put in now against future development so that the new paving would not have to be dug up.  Another person observed that vacant lots get assessed and that paving adds value to land even though Carlson’s property remains Ag land.  Anderson noted that historically paving has not ever been deferred.  Knox feels the assessment should stand because that was t he City’s position at the beginning of the project.

d) Motion by Knox to accept the role and assessment from Larson Peterson & Associates as presented.  Second by Hilgren.

e) Discussion: See above.

f) Vote in favor: Hilgren, Lahman, Roach, Knox.

g) Dissent: None.

h) Motion by Knox to offer all the full-time employees a 2 percent raise in wage for the calendar year 2000.  Second by Hilgren.

i) Discussion:  At the last meeting, Campbell was asked to determine what percent increase the employees were looking for.  Campbell reported that everyone was OK with 3 percent and that 4 percent had been built into the budget.

j) Vote in favor: Hilgren, Lahman, Roach, Knox

There being no other business, the meeting adjourned at 7:50 P.M.
