PARKERS PRAIRIE CITY COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING

January 16, 2001

The meeting was opened at 7:00 PM with the following present: Gary Anderson, Carold Hilgren, Jim Dauphinais and Dave Campbell.  Also present were Doug Whiting—Police Chief, Tom Myers—Independent, Jeff Silbernick and Rick Gappa—Fire Department, Shorty Revering, John Kamphake, Tom Klemenhagen and Don Nolting of Stahlberg Nyberg & Assoc.

1) City Administrator Dave Campbell swore in Mayor Anderson and Council member Jim Dauphinais.

2) Motion by Hilgren to approve minutes for the December 18, 2000 meeting.  Second by Dauphinais.

a) Discussion. None

b) Vote in favor: Hilgren, Dauphinais.

c) Dissent: None.

3) Motion by Hilgren to allow the Fire Department to proceed with the purchase of a replacement 4-wheel drive, 4-door 1-ton Ford 350 pick-up truck from the State contract for $27,435.  Second by Dauphinais.

a) Discussion: Silbernick explained to the Council the need to keep a rotation going with the trucks.  The current pick-up has only 3,400 miles on it, but is five years old.  It is also under powered for what it is expected to do.  The new truck would have a bigger engine, be more heavy duty, and have four doors allowing four fire-fighters to quickly get to the scene instead of just two.  The Department also wants to replace the ‘Skid Unit’ (pump, tank and hose mounted on a skid) in the back of the truck.  The difference between upgrading the old one and replacing it was about $1,800.  The current skid would drop back to the DNR pick-up, and that skid would drop back to the Gamma-Goat thereby upgrading three vehicles.  On the State contract, the new truck would be $27,435.00, a savings of over $6,000.  The new skid will run $8,640.00 for a total of $36,075.00.  Campbell and Silbernick researched used truck market prices and agreed that $14,000 would be a fair price for the old truck if the City were to buy it from the Department.

4) Motion by Dauphinais to approve Resolutions endorsing the construction and maintenance of a bike path from the High School to Lake Adley Park through a MNDot Trails grant.  Second by Hilgren.

a) Discussion: Shorty Revering is promoting a bike path from the High School, down the East side of Hwy 29 (including old 29) to the area by Henning’s place where a highway underpass would move the path to the West side of Hwy 29 to Lake Adley Road.  From the High School to Koeps would be concrete and the rest would be blacktop.  The project would widen and pave old 29 about 4 ft. and Lake Adley Park Road 8 to 10 ft.  Don Nolting (WSN), as a consultant to Stahlberg-Nyberg, has done the preliminary engineering study (paid for by Shorty).  This project would be done through a MNDot Trails grant where MNDot puts up 80% excluding engineering and land acquisition.  The 20 percent is estimated at $70,000.  The local contribution has to be endorsed by a City over 5,000 or a County.  Rick West has indicated that, based on a letter from the City, the County would endorse the project.  At this time, no dollars are required and the application would only put the project on MNDot’s Program Document for 2004, possibly 2005.  The City would have the opportunity to pull the plug if the funds were not available by 2003 or 2004.

5) Motion by Hilgren to hire Paul Weltin as a part-time Police Officer.  Second by Dauphinais.

a) Discussion: Chief Whiting informed the Council that Ross Gulickson, the current part-time officer, was moving on.  He then gave a brief resume on Weltin that all the background checks were OK and recommends the Council hire him.

b) Vote in favor: Hilgren, Dauphinais   

c) Dissent: None.

6) Motion by Hilgren to proceed with paving two blocks of Park St. between Dayton and McCornell and two blocks of Jackson St. between Clayborn and Sunset.  Include curb and gutter on one block of Elm St. between Hwy 29 and McCornell if those property owners are willing to be assessed.  If they accept the assessment, the terms would be $750 per year and 5.1 % interest on the unpaid balance.  Second by Dauphinais.

a) Discussion: Campbell reviewed preliminary engineering cost estimates provided by Stahlberg Nyberg & Assoc. at the December meeting.  The proposed four blocks would seem to give the City the most bang for the buck.  Oil prices have driven asphalt prices to almost double the cost per ton of the Northwest Area project. 

b) Vote in favor: Hilgren, Dauphinais.

c) Dissent: None.

7) Motion by Dauphinais to increase the Maintenance workers clothing allowance to $350, eliminate the uniform requirement and to transfer responsibility for the sanitary sewer system from the Maintenance Supervisor to the Maintenance Worker.  Second by Hilgren.

a) Discussion: Union employees were OK with the total dollar increase the City was offering but were not comfortable with the spread between them.  The City was trying to make a deal that would integrate union employees into the pay table and pay equity.  Campbell worked with the consultant and the employees and found that by transferring sanitary sewer responsibilities, the point value of the Supervisors position dropped one pay grade and the Worker’s position increase by one pay grade.  Both employees enter the table at step eight for their pay grades and that equals the original dollars offered, provides a split they are comfortable with and integrates them into the pay table for future years.

8) Motion by Hilgren to appoint the Independent as the official newspaper for the City.  Second by Dauphinais
