PARKERS PRAIRIE CITY COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING

April 16, 2001

The meeting was opened at 7:00 PM with the following present: Gary Anderson, George Knox, Carold Hilgren, Jim Dauphinais, Larry Lahman and Dave Campbell.  Also present were Tom Myers—Independent, and John Kamphake.

1) Motion by Hilgren to approve Minutes as presented for the March 19th, April 2nd, and April 5th, 2001 meetings.  Second by Knox.

a) Discussion: None.

b) Vote in favor: Knox, Hilgren, Dauphinais, Lahman.

c) Dissent: None.

2) Motion by Knox to not replace the water main from Hwy 29 to 5th St. and to replace the sanitary sewer line from the west of the railroad right-of-way to 5th St. Second by Dauphinais.

a) Discussion: There was much discussion of the cost versus the need to replace two sections of water main under Soo St. East of Hwy 29.  The Engineers estimated cost from Hwy 29 to the railroad right-of-way was $90,000 and from that point east under the tracks to 5th St. was another $75,000.  The first section of water main is older than the second section.  The first section of main was exposed in several places last year while replacing services and was thought to be in very good condition.  Lahman said that the hydrant leads were 4 inch and need to be replaced regardless.  The Council agreed that replacing the main would be a good idea before the county paves the street, but the cost was just to great.  There was little debate about replacing the old sanitary line.  It is the old vitreous clay tile, probably in 4-ft sections and probably leaking.

b) Vote in favor: Knox, Hilgren, Dauphinais. 

c) Abstain: Lahman.

d) Dissent: None.

3) Motion by Knox to accept a bid from A-1 Fencing of Alexandria for $1,686 for fencing around dugouts and for 75-ft along east side of field.  The motion also included concrete pad for the new bleachers to be located behind the backstop.  Second by Lahman.

a) Discussion: Campbell was not very clear about the pad for the bleachers on the agenda.  There was some discussion about pads for the bench seats of the bleachers, before that was cleared up. 

b) Vote in favor: Knox, Hilgren, Dauphinais, Lahman.

c) Dissent: None.

4) Motion by Knox to advertise for an emergency generator and automatic transfer switches for the City Hall / Fire Department building.  Second by Hilgren.

a) Discussion: The need for an emergency generator for the City Hall / Fire Hall was stated three years ago and capital funds have been put aside for the project since then.  Because of the cost of the project, bid laws require that it be advertised.

b) Vote in favor: Knox, Hilgren, Dauphinais, Lahman.

c) Dissent: None.

5) Motion by Knox to hire a consultant to complete the Wellhead Protection Plan.  Second by Dauphinais.

a) Discussion: Campbell explained that the City had three years to complete the Plan but the Dept of Health did not notify the City until 18 months had already passed.  The Plan is in two parts: the first part is complete and the second part is about half done.  The three years is up and Campbell stated that he was not making any meaningful progress.  The Dept of Health indicated that if we hired a consultant, they would not be too pushy about the deadline.  The Dept. has thousands of these plans to get done, many in small systems like ours where they are responsible for much of Part One.  They want to get some consultants up to speed and some consultants want to get some experience and would be willing to cut fees for the opportunity.  The Dept. of Health contact suggested the Plan could be completed for $1,000 to $1,200.

b) Vote in favor: Knox, Hilgren, Dauphinais, Lahman.

c) Dissent: None.

6) Motion by Knox to issue a cigarette license to Ms. Turchin for T&A Bar.  Second by Dauphinais.

a) Discussion: None.

b) Vote in favor: Knox, Hilgren, Dauphinais, Lahman.

c) Dissent: None.

7) Motion by Hilgren for the Council to consider re-zoning Blocks 4 and 5 of Lakeview Addition from Commercial to Residential.  Second by Knox.

a) Discussion:  Campbell suggested the Council consider the re-zoning.  Three out of six lots in Block 5 are now residential.  The rest of the neighborhood residential.  Mr. Cigelske could continue a commercial enterprise on all his property and could sell it for a commercial enterprise if that subsequent business was in operation within six months (Grandfather clause).  The property could also be sold for residential use without restriction.  Campbell will put the legal notice for the Public Hearing in the paper.

b) Vote in favor: Knox, Hilgren, Dauphinais, Lahman.

c) Dissent: None.

8) Discussion: The cost and number of projects that have been presented recently prompted Dauphinais to ask what the city had for a Master Plan.  The consensus was that the Council needed to be involved in some Strategic Planning.  Dauphinais and Knox volunteered to go to the LMC Conference in Duluth to mine the vendors for those that did Strategic Planning and what kind of proposals they might have.
