SPECIAL MEETING

April 25, 2001

The meeting was opened at 5:00 PM with the following present: Gary Anderson, Carold Hilgren, Jim Dauphinais, Larry Lahman and Dave Campbell.  Also present were Tom Myers—Independent, Evan and Jody Ackerman, Mr. & Mrs. Cigelske, Darlya Johnson and John Kamphake.

1) Discussion:  Campbell made the bids for a City Hall emergency generator available to the Council members.  Hilgren noted that Otter Tail Power has been pretty reliable and that Gary Swensrud (an Otter Tail Power employee) said they could normally restore power within two hours.  Dauphinais pointed out that the critical time is that two hours and when emergency power is needed for emergency services.  Tom Myers commented that longer-term outages from ice storms are a real possibility in this area and the rolling blackouts in California are going to become more common across the nation.  Hilgren would like to invite Gary Swensrud to speak to the Council.  The Council agreed.  Tabled.

2) Motion by Dauphinais to try to find a temporary fix to the storm water problem at the R&K Café.  Second by Hilgren.

a) Discussion: Campbell explained to the Council that during a heavy rain a fair volume of water comes into the café basement by what looks to be an old coal chute under the sidewalk.  There is no indication from the inside or the outside where that volume of water is coming from.  Everyone assumed that there was a broken section of storm pipe running parallel to the building, but old drawings and investigation by John and Jeff indicates that there is no pipe.  Campbell was asked to work with Larson-Peterson to see if there is a quick-and-dirty fix that will not jeopardize the Douglas Ave Project.

b) Vote in favor: Hilgren, Lahman, Dauphinais.

c) Dissent: None.

3) Motion by Hilgren to approve Darlya Johnson’s building permit and her conditional use request.  Second by Dauphinais.

a) Discussion: Mrs. Johnson requested a building permit to move her house from the corner or Oak St E. and Otter Ave. S. to the corner of Dayton Ave. N. and Florence St. W.  The destination is currently zoned commercial but is not being used as commercial.  Mrs. Johnson asked for a Conditional Use Permit to allow residential use in an area zoned commercial.

b) Vote in favor: Lahman, Hilgren, Dauphinais. 

c) Dissent: None.

There being no other business, the meeting adjourned at 5:30 p.m.
