PARKERS PRAIRIE CITY COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING

September 17, 2001

The meeting was opened at 7:00 PM with the following present: Gary Anderson, George Knox, Jim Dauphinais, Larry Lahman, Carold Hilgren and Dave Campbell.  Also present were Tom Myers—Independent and John Kamphake.

1) Motion by Hilgren to approve Minutes as presented for the August 20th and August 30th 2001 meetings.  Second by Lahman.

a) Discussion: None.

b) Vote in favor: Hilgren, Dauphinais, Lahman.

c) Dissent: None.

2) Motion by Knox to approve a residential Building Permit for Shorty Revering to build a Condo-style garage/storage facility on Block One, Lot One of Ponderosa Estates with the restriction that the units only be sold to residents of the Ponderosa Estates development.  Second by Hilgren.

a) Discussion: Campbell explained the project to the Council and asked if this would be considered a residential or commercial project.  After much discussion, it was felt that Revering could sell all the units to residents of the development and by keeping it in the development, the project could be considered residential.  If the units must be put up for sale to the general public Revering could ask to rezone the lot to commercial.

b) Vote in favor: Knox, Hilgren, Dauphinais, Lahman.

c) Dissent: None.

3) Motion by Knox to get estimates to repair the roof and replace the door of the old upper sewer plant building.  Second by Dauphinais.

a) Discussion: At the previous meeting, Campbell was asked to get an estimate to demolish the building.  JJ’s Company estimated $3,500 plus $4 per yard of an unknown amount of fill.  Hilgren visited the building and felt like it was a good storage building and worth fixing.  Campbell was asked to gets estimates for repairing the building.

b) Vote in favor: Knox, Hilgren, Lahman, Dauphinais.

c) Dissent: None.

4) Motion by Hilgren to approve two requests for raffles.  Second by Dauphinais.

a) Discussion: The Legion requested a raffle permit to raise money for the Parkers Prairie State Champion Legion baseball team.  The Event Center Committee requested a raffle permit to raise money for the Event Center.

b) Vote in favor: Knox, Hilgren, Lahman, Dauphinais.

c) Dissent: None.

5) Motion by Hilgren to Pay the August bills as presented.  Second by Lahman.

a) Discussion: None.

b) Vote in favor: Lahman, Dauphinais, Knox, Hilgren.

c) Dissent: None.

6) Discussion: Campbell announced the recent notification from DNR that Parkers was selected to receive a $38,000 Parks and Recreation grant.  Another grantee from a few years ago had not satisfied the grant agreement in some fashion and the money became available.  Parkers was the next on the list, having just missed the original round of awards in July.  Although it is short of the $42,500 we applied for, it will still go a long way towards renovating the City Park.  Campbell is working on the installation of the equipment and on completing the grant requirements.

7) Discussion: A question on the outcome of RK’s water problem was asked.  Campbell explained that the sidewalks were lifted and it was evident that water had been washing along the south wall of the building and running down the coal chute.  Further digging did not reveal any other sources of water.  D&R Masonry bricked up the coal chute, JJ’s Company dumped and packed fill and the County blacktop the sidewalk area.  While standing in the rain a few days later, Shorty Kingston noted that the water was coming down the alley, running over the sidewalk and running down to TH 29 and not to the catch basins in the alley.  He suggested cutting down the alley and street some and forcing the water into the alley catch basin.  JJ’s Company did the work.  The City will lower the northern catch basin and the County will resurface the swale.

8) Discussion: Campbell noted that the Soo St. sidewalk project had not yet started because the plumber had pulled out at the last moment.  Campbell has tried some other plumbers with no success.  He will keep trying until it gets to late for blacktopping

There being no other business, the meeting adjourned at 8:10 p.m.
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
