The meeting opened at 6:00 PM with the following present: George Knox, Carold Hilgren, Donald Zuehlke, Larry Lahman and Kim Schroeder.  Also present was Tom Meyers – The Independent.
1) Motion by Lahman to enter into Larson King’s contingent fee agreement regarding the claims against Easy Heat. Seconded by Hilgren.

a) Discussion: The state of Indiana has a One-time Buyout Settlement Agreement Option for $2,500 for all Commercial Retail installation areas affected between Easy Heat and claimants. Larson King, LLP, attorneys representing the claims against Easy Heat, recommends the city enter into a retainer and contingent fee agreement. Knox contacted John Lervick in which he advised the council to authorize Knox to enter into the retainer and contingent fee agreement with Larson King representing the city. Lervick also recommended the council go into closed session to consider the communication and discuss any elements involved with the Council’s authorizing the retainer and contingent fee agreement for the Easy Heat litigation. It was asked for those present if that was needed. They agreed that was not and proceeded to allow Knox to enter into the agreement. A copy of the retainer and contingent fee agreement is enclosed in the minute’s section of this meeting; see the enclosure for the details regarding the agreement.

2) Motion by Hilgren to accept the bid agreement with Carlson Highland & Co’s auditing services for 2003. Seconded by Zuehlke.
a) Discussion: The bid amount is $5,000-5,400.
