REGULAR MEETING

March 15, 2004
The meeting opened at 7:00 PM with the following present: Jim Dauphinais, Carold Hilgren, Donald Zuehlke, and Kim Schroeder. Also present were Tom Meyers – The Independent, Jeff Arnold, John Kamphake, J.R. Kamphake, Jody and Dan Ackerman, Gary Anderson, Wendy Silbernick, and Derek McJowan.
1) Motion by Zuehlke to approve the February 23rd minutes. Seconded by Hilgren.
a) All in favor: Zuehlke, Hilgren, Duaphinais.
b) Dissent: None.
2) Motion by Hilgren to allow the fire department to apply for a FEMA grant for a new fire pumper truck. Seconded by Zuehlke.

a) Discussion: Gary Anderson was present to explain the fire department’s interest in applying for a FEMA grant to replace the 1987 International Pumper truck. It will be a 50/50 payment where as the fire department equipment fund would need to match approximately $80,000. The fire equipment fund has the money for the match. The fire department has been told because of the good condition of their fire department they may not get the grant, the fire department would like to try anyway.

b) All in favor: Hilgren, Zuehlke, Dauphinais.
c) Dissent: None.

3) Motion by Hilgren to make a $30 donation from the Liquor Store fund to the East Otter Tail American Dairy Association in support of their Dairy Princess program.  Seconded by Zuehlke.

a) Discussion: A letter was received from EOTADA requesting the $30 donation.  The City made a similar donation last year.

b) Vote in favor: Hilgren, Zuehlke, Dauphinais.
c) Dissent: None.

4) Motion by Zuehlke to issue the American Legion Post a Beer Garden license for Fall Festival.  Seconded by Hilgren.

a) Discussion: The Legion will get Dram Shop insurance for the Beer Garden.  

b) Vote in favor: Zuehlke, Hilgren, Dauphinais.

c) Dissent: None.

5) Motion by Hilgren to allow the firefighter’s woman’s auxiliary to hold a one-day garage sale in the fire hall garage May 1st, 2004. Seconded by Zuehlke.
a) Discussion: Wendy Silbernick was present and requested the use of the fire hall garage for a garage sale to raise money for the woman’s auxiliary account.

b) Vote in favor: Hilgren, Zuehlke, Dauphinais.

c) Dissent: None.
6) Motion by Zuehlke to allow the Boy Scouts to conduct a National Day of Prayer on Thursday, May 6th at Noon at City Hall.  Seconded by Hilgren.

a) Discussion: Dan Ackerman asked the Council for permission for the Boy Scouts to conduct the local National Prayer Day observance at the City Hall.  He stated that they had held it last year at City Hall and felt it was very successful.  The Council agreed and thanked Dan for his participation.

b) Vote in favor: Zuehlke, Hilgren, Dauphinais.

c) Dissent: None.

7) Motion by Zuehlke to hire Prosweep for spring sweep clean-up around town. Seconded by Hilgren.
a) Discussion: This is done once a year to clean off the gravel and debris left over the year.  Jeff Arnold also asked the council to consider having Prosweep come again before Fall Festival and clean Sate Hwy 29 and around the park. Schroeder will get an estimate from Prosweep and report back to the council.
b) All in favor: Zuehlke, Hilgren, Dauphinais.

c) Dissent: None.
Discussion: John Kamphake returned with a layout received from his planner. Again he informed the council of his plans to develop approximately 24 lots on the west side of town, where the sewer and water lines would run, road design etc. No motion at this time.
Discussion: John Kamphake talked to Wilmer Thun, the owner of the house at 423 N Otter Ave, north of the homes John owns. Wilmer, who resides in Arizona during winter months, had been contacted by a resident that informed him the liquor store is going to be built next to his home and he should return to Minnesota. John told Wilmer the liquor store has not been built yet but it is a possible location for the store. John wanted to let the council know that someone was trying to cause trouble and be aware of the situation that is happening. No names were mentioned. No action taken.

8) Motion by Zuehlke to accept February bills as presented. Seconded by Hilgren.

a) Discussion: Hilgren questioned the NSF section of the liquor store, he asked if the ATM machine was helping, if they’re from pull-tab’s, or why there were so many, also if they are the same persons over again. Schroeder said the ATM machine is not helping as one would have hoped but still getting used, a majority of the NSF this month are from alcohol sales. They are small value checks and more often than not are paid with the first notice. In addition, they have not been from the same group of people.
b) All in favor: Zuehlke, Hilgren, Dauphinais.

c) Dissent: None.

Discussion: Hilgren mentioned John Potratz and Jeff Arnold contacted Bill Rhoads of D & R Masonry to look at the water treatment plant. Bill said to look at replacing the cement would cost the city $600. They will wait until it warms up before doing any work. No motion needed, council allowed a small expense to be made between maintenance for upkeep on the building.
Discussion: Derek Mcjowan was present to let the council know the community center is working out great for their church group to meet and also thank you for letting them use the building.

9) Motion by Hilgren to purchase a new radio for one maintenance vehicle. Seconded by Zuehlke.

a) Discussion: Jeff Arnold stated one city maintenance truck is having trouble with the radio and would like the council to consider purchasing a new or used radio. He contacted Jay with Contact Radio out of Eagle Bend, who works on the city, police, fire and ambulance radios for the city now, and estimated a new radio, installed, at $300-350; a used radio, installed at $250. The new radio would be guaranteed for 1 year, the used radio 90 days.

b) All in favor: Hilgren, Zuehlke, Dauphinais.

c) Dissent: None.
A motion was made by Hilgren to adjourn at 7:35pm. Seconded by Zuehlke.
