SPECIAL MEETING

June 7, 2004
The meeting opened at 7:00 PM with the following present: George Knox, Carold Hilgren, Donald Zuehlke, Larry Lahman, and Kim Schroeder.  Also present were Tom Meyers – The Independent, Rodney Peterson, Bruce Jahnke, Gene Payne, Shorty Revering, and John Kamphake.
1) Motion by Lahman to annex 36.14 acres into the city George C. Revering Industrial Park. Seconded by Hilgren.

a) Discussion: Shorty Revering was present requesting annexation of 36.14 acres into the George C. Revering Industrial Park. Bruce Jahnke mentioned most cities are going to a 10-year extended period for transferring taxes from township to city. The percentage breakdown would be 90, 80, 70, 60, 50 percent respectively over a 10-year period, after 50 percent the entire taxes are transferred to the city. If the value increases on the property after the annexation, the township will only receive tax percentage on the appraisal value at the time of annexation.
Rodney Peterson questioned if he would still be allowed to spray his crops on the farmland  adjoining the 36.14 acres. The council did not see any problems with spraying given that there are no residential housing being built.

Hilding Geithman questioned whether his 4 acres would be included in the annexation in which it is not.

b) All in favor: Lahman, Hilgren, Zuehlke.
c) Dissent: None.

Discussion: Bruce Jahnke also mentioned he would like the city to meet with the township board and make a 5-year future annexation schedule. The purpose would be to square off city limits instead of annexing only certain sections at a time. No action taken at this time.

2) Motion by Hilgren vacate one block of Oak Street between South Douglas Avenue and South Otter Avenue. Seconded by Zuehlke.
a) Discussion: Independent School District 547 requested to close one block of Oak Street. At the October 20, 2003 regular meeting the council motioned to allow the school to temporarily close Oak Street until the end of the school year. The council has not received any complaints, the school is required to install curb and take down the present barriers.
b) All in favor: Hilgren, Zuehlke, Lahman.

c) Dissent: None.

3) Motion by Zuehlke to approve the Lion’s Club request for a raffle.  Second by Lahman.

a) All in favor: Zuehlke, Lahman, Hilgren.

b) Dissent: None.

A motion was made by Zuehlke to adjourn at 7:15pm. Seconded by Lahman.
