An ordinance was set in the past residential property along State Hwy 29 would remain residential with the option to sell to either residential or commercial buyers. The properties that are commercial would remain commercial. The rezoning request is not something the city is required to perform because of the ordinance set however, the city wants to make sure they are doing it the correct way.

c) Dissent: None.
