After the meeting, Schroeder confirmed the 2002 wages were $7.25 per hour.

a) Vote in favor: Zuehlke, Lahman, Hilgren.

b) Dissent: None.
6) Motion by Zuehlke to approve Resolution 04-05, Resolution Appointing Election Judges.  Seconded by Lahman.
a) Vote in favor: Zuehlke, Lahman, Hilgren.
b) Dissent: None.
7) Motion by Lahman to purchase a new sander for the city’s plow truck. Seconded by Zuehlke.

a) Discussion: John Potratz was present to explain the sander on the plow truck is in need of replacement. The approximate cost for a new sander is $2,200.00; the state has a sander available and the $2,200.00 is a state contract price.

b) All in favor: Lahman, Zuehlke, Hilgren.

c) Dissent: None.

8) Motion by Zuehlke to hire Laurie Koep as part-time fill in when the City Clerk is out of the office. Seconded by Lahman.
Discussion: Currently Laurie Lahman is employed for fill in however; she will be working full-time with another employer. Laurie Koep has submitted her application to fill Lahman’s position. The council agreed to pay Koep $8.00 per hour.
a) All in favor: Zuehlke, Lahman, Hilgren.

b) Dissent: None.
Discussion: A letter was received from Leisch & Associates referring to the Wastewater Treatment Facility Monitoring Wells. Leisch & Assoc. has forwarded a copy of the scope of work and cost for work related to the City wastewater facility. The total estimated cost is $19,266; Tasks and Professional Fees of $9,978, Direct Costs of $6,775, and a 15% Contingency of $2,513. Tom Augustin spoke with Jeff Arnold, he is not sure at this point exactly what needs to be done at the wells however, the wells need to be replaced and the old wells abandoned.
9) Motion by Zuehlke to accept July bills as presented. Seconded by Lahman.

a) Discussion: Lahman clarified he has donated one-half of his paycheck for the first six months of 2004 to the general fund. He also mentioned he donated his entire paycheck for the last six months in 2003 to the general fund. He explained the council members voted unanimously at the August 18, 2003 regular meeting to decrease council wages to $600 per year. Hilgren explained he contacted the League of MN Cities regarding the decrease; the League said council members salaries cannot be changed until January 1 following an election year. Lahman stated each council member has the option to not accept, donate or what have his or her council paycheck even with the League guidelines. Lahman also mentioned he would like for this information to be published for all residents to read.
b) All in favor: Zuehlke, Lahman, Hilgren.

c) Dissent: None.
Discussion: It was discussed at the July regular meeting regarding sidewalks in town in need of repair. Hilgren and Lahman have inspected the sidewalks and each made a list of the sidewalks they think need repair or replacement. Schroeder will receive each list and send notices to the owners.
A motion was made by Zuehlke to adjourn at 7:20pm. Seconded by Lahman.
