The meeting opened at 7:00 PM with the following present: George Knox, Donald Zuehlke, Carold Hilgren, Larry Lahman and Kim Schroeder.  Also present were Tom Meyers – The Independent, and Paul Ringdahl – Ringdahl Architects.
1) Motion by Lahman to accept the proposed plan and open bids September 20, 2004 at 7:00pm.  Seconded by Zuehlke.

a) Discussion: Paul Ringdahl was present to discuss the liquor store plans. The city will contract separately the flooring, furniture, bar and shelving, concrete and paving, curb, landscaping, demolition, site preparation and sign.
Ringdahl will contract all remaining construction at 8% engineering fees.

A recommendation was made in the off-sale cooler to install a separate door and shelving for chilled wine. In total there are 10 doors; 9 – 6 foot slanted platform for roll-down and 1 – 4 foot for wine.

It was also recommended the on-sale coolers change to 4 foot deep instead of 3 foot.

Recommendation to install checker plate on the walls in the off-sale cooler by the kegs so the wall doesn’t break if the kegs are mishandled.

The outside building will have steel roofing, steel siding, and rock front 4 feet high.
The heating system originally discussed to be placed on the roof will be placed in the building. A separate 8’ x 16’ room was created in the storage area to accommodate the furnaces, electrical panel, and water heater.
b) Vote in favor: Lahman, Zuehlke, Hilgren.
