SPECIAL MEETING

September 27, 2004
The meeting opened at 5:00 PM with the following present: George Knox, Larry Lahman, Donald Zuehlke, and Kim Schroeder. Also present was Tom Meyers – The Independent.
1) Motion by Zuehlke to accept the list of city projects after the liquor store construction. Seconded by Lahman.

Discussion: During and after the liquor store construction, the city will contract separately the bar equipment and tables and chairs, through Central Lakes Restaurant & Supply. This was done to save architectural 8% construction costs charged by Ringdahl Architects. The total list came to $22,833.00. There are two double speed rails listed at $180 each, suggestion to go through another company for those that would decrease the cost to $75 each, thus making the quote $22,623.00.
a) Vote in favor: Zuehlke, Lahman.

b) Dissent: None.
2) Motion by Lahman to accept the liquor store sign at $22,995.00 and the sign to be located at the South edge of town at $4,090.00. Seconded by Zuehlke.

a) Discussion: Knox spoke with Lee Hofer – Hofer Signs out of Fargo and received a quote for the liquor store sign and also requested a quote for a sign to replace the old welcome sign at the South edge of town. The signs will be similar, the liquor store sign will incorporate liquor store advertisements, and Welcome to Parkers Prairie, the South sign will say Welcome to Parkers Prairie. The various local clubs and organizations will be asked if they would like to support the costs as well as allowing them to put their logo on the sign.
b) All in favor: Lahman, Zuehlke.

c) Dissent: None.

3) Motion by Lahman for a committee to work on the quotes and authorization of the liquor store extras. Seconded by Zuehlke.

a) Discussion: Lahman suggested a committee work on the quotes received for the extra liquor store construction not included in the construction bid. The committee will consist of Knox, Lahman and Schroeder who will review the quotes, authorize and bring to the council for approval.
b) All in favor: Lahman, Zuehlke.

c) Dissent: None.

Discussion: Knox mentioned he received a quote from Coteau Environmental out of Alexandria for approximately $11,000 for the work at the monitoring wells. The city could save $950 if the maintenance workers collect samples and send in. Prior the city has received a quote from Leisch & Associates of $19,266.00. This will be discussed at a later council meeting.
Motion by Zuehlke to adjourn at 5:15pm. Seconded by Lahman.
