PARKERS PRAIRIE CITY COUNCIL

SPECIAL MEETING

December 6, 2004
The meeting opened at 6:30 PM with the following present: George Knox, Larry Lahman, Donald Zuehlke, Jim Dauphinais, Carold Hilgren, and Kim Schroeder. Also present was Tom Meyers – The Independent, Greg Springer, Blayne Ferley, Bruce Jahnke, Gene Payne, Duane Hanson, Shorty Revering, Gary Olson, and Mark Helgeson.
Discussion: There was a large discussion whether the city should sell the Parkers Prairie Medical Clinic to Broadway Medical Clinic of Alexandria. Several members of the Joint Powers Ambulance Board were present as well as members of the disbanded hospital board. The City Council, Joint Powers Ambulance Board and Previous Hospital Board members had specific ideas regarding where the revenue should go if the building is sold. The City has no interest in keeping the funds. 
There were concerns whether Broadway Medical Clinic would remain in Parkers Prairie. Mention was made the possibility of getting doctors here is greater if the clinic were sold to Broadway Medical Clinic.
There were concerns if Broadway Medical Clinic will remove the dental offices. Daniel Jones, administrator for Broadway Medical Clinic, informed Knox the dental office will remain in the building.
Dauphinais suggested the city include in the purchase agreement the city has the first right to purchase the medical clinic back in the event Broadway Medical Clinic would leave.

Bruce Jahnke suggested the city involve two council members on the Joint Powers Ambulance Board monthly meetings. Currently one city council member attends the meetings.
The medical clinic was appraised at $128,000. City attorney John Lervick pointed out the city legally cannot sell property or a building for less than the appraised value unless the city provides information that the business or building will leave due to the amount of the appraisal. Lervick also stated it is legal to transfer the funds to the Joint Powers Ambulance Board.

The money would be transferred to the Joint Powers Ambulance Board. The funds on the city books will be transferred to the Joint Powers Ambulance Board to use at their discretion. The proceeds from the sale of the building and land will be transferred to the Joint Powers Ambulance Board in which they must invest into a trust fund for a 5-year period. The interest accrued during those 5 years can be used for yearly operating expenses, after the 5-year period the Joint Powers Ambulance Board can use the money however they want. The funds will not be transferred until the sale is complete. Attorney John Lervick will be contacted to start the necessary paperwork for the purchase agreement.
1) Motion by Dauphinais to sell the Parkers Prairie Medical Clinic to Broadway Medical Clinic of Alexandria for $128,000 or a negotiated amount. Seconded by Lahman.

a) Discussion: Knox will contact Daniel Jones, administrator at Broadway Medical Clinic to inform him of the decision.
b) All in favor: Dauphinais, Lahman, Hilgren, Zuehlke, Knox.

c) Dissent: None.
2) Motion by Hilgren to transfer the hospital fund balance to the Joint Powers Ambulance Board. Also to transfer the proceeds from the sale of the Parkers Prairie Medical Clinic to the Joint Powers Ambulance Board. Seconded by Dauphinais.

a) Discussion: The motion stipulated the balance in the hospital fund should be used at the Joint Powers Ambulance Board discretion once transferred. The money transferred from the sale of the building will be directed to a trust fund set up by the Joint Powers Ambulance Board for a five-year period, the interest received may be used for daily operating expenses. After the five-year period, the Joint Powers Ambulance Board may use those dollars at their discretion.
b) All in favor: Hilgren, Dauphinais, Zuehlke, Lahman, Knox.
c) Dissent: None.

Motion by Zuehlke to adjourn at 7:02pm. Seconded by Lahman.
