PARKERS PRAIRIE CITY COUNCIL

MAY 16, 2005

Those present were Larry Lahman, Mayor, Kevin Birkholz, Linda Nokes, Blayne Ferley, Greg Springer, and David Campbell.  Also present were Tom Myers, Independent; Shorty Revering and Dennis Roers—Revering Group, Bryan Rude—Midwest Bank, Mark Birkholz—DVSI Cable/Arvig Enterprises, Tom Augustine and Jade Berube—Ulteig Engineers, Carl Henning, Jeff Arnold, Kim Schroeder, John Kamphake, Gilmore Jahnke and Carold Hilgren.

The meeting opened at 7:00 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

1) A motion by Ferley to approve the April 18th, 2005 minutes with correction.  Seconded by Springer.

a) Discussion: Tom Schroeder is listed as attending but was not present.

b) Vote in Favor: Lahman, Springer, Birkholz, Ferley and Nokes.

c) Opposed: None.

2) A motion was by Springer to approve the May 3rd, 2005 minutes as presented.  Seconded by Nokes.

a) Discussion: None.

b) Vote in Favor: Lahman, Springer, Birkholz, Ferley and Nokes.

c) Opposed: None.

3) A motion was by Springer to approve the April 11th, 2005 minutes as presented.  Seconded by Birkholz.

a) Discussion: None.

b) Vote in Favor: Lahman, Springer, Birkholz, Ferley and Nokes.

c) Opposed: None.

4) Motion by Ferley to table consideration of MLS sidewalk bids.  Second by Birkholz.

a) Discussion: Bids for sidewalk were turned in from D & R Concrete and Up North Concrete.  One bid contained rebar and the other did not.  Campbell will find out if reinforcing is necessary and get new bid as necessary. 

b) Vote in Favor: Lahman, Springer, Birkholz, Ferley and Nokes.

c) Opposed: None.

5) A motion by Birkholz to hire waitstaff for the MLS. Second by Springer. 

a) Discussion: Increased business at the new MLS and the larger lounge area make having waitstaff necessary.  Heidi Hemquist, Amy Lahman, Chelsey Rhoads and Brenna Swanson have been working as Waitstaff.

b) Vote in Favor: Lahman, Birkholz, Springer, Ferley and Nokes.

c) Opposed: None.

6) Motion by Springer to commit the city to a Jobz project with Urbank Machine, Inc. Dept. of Employment and Economic Development (DEED), Small Business Administration (SBA), Midwest Bank, West Central Initiative (WCI) and the local Economic Development Authority (EDA) Loan Pool.  Second by Ferley.

a) Discussion: Dennis Roers stated that that Urbank Machine, Inc. is in inadequate facilities and unable to expand to correct the problems.  They are entering into a Purchase Agreement with the EDA to buy the EDA building currently occupied by Barrel-O-Fun.  Urbank Machine currently has 3 employees and is projected to grow 8 new jobs.  Eighty thousand dollars will come from DEED to be administered and ultimately captured by the City.  The City will get 1st lien against $80,000 worth of specific equipment.  Midwest Bank will have first lien against the Building for their interest.  The SBA will have subordinate liens against the building and the equipment. 

b) Vote in Favor: Lahman, Birkholz, Springer, Nokes and Ferley.

c) Opposed: None

7) Motion by Ferley to enter into a contract agreement with Skip Carpenter d.b.a. as Cornerstone Development Services to compile and submit the necessary applications and supporting documentation to the participating entities for the Urbank Machine, Inc. deal.  The contract billing shall not exceed $6,000.  Second by Birkholz.

a) Discussion: Skip Carpenter put the AbbeyMoor Medical Inc. package together on behalf of Revering Group, LLC.  Now that the City will be receiving EDA money from the DEED investments, the City should pay for the development application services. 

b) Vote in Favor: Lahman, Springer, Birkholz, Nokes and Ferley.

c) Opposed: None.

8) Motion by Birkholz to approve the Oakwood Estates plat submitted by Carl Henning.  Second by Nokes.

a) Discussion: The subdivision will add eight new building lots to the City.  Access will be from State Hwy 29 to Dogwood Lane then to Oakwood Estates by Acorn Lane.  The plat gives a 66-foot easement to the City for Streets and there is a 60-foot radius cul-de-sac.  Snowplowing was discussed.  There is a 20-foot ‘Drainage easement’ west of the cul-de-sac that will be available for running City water and sewer when it is available.  Lots 3, 5, and 6 have less than 100 feet of frontage on the street but with a 30-foot setback will meet the Ordinance requirement for 100 feet at the building line. 

b) Vote in Favor: Lahman, Springer, Birkholz, Nokes and Ferley.

c) Opposed: None.

9) Motion by Springer to not waive the monetary limits on municipal tort liability established by Minnesota Statutes 466.04.  Second by Birkholz. 

a) Discussion:  By not waiving the monetary limits on municipal tort liability, the City is not liable for more than the Statute allows, currently set at one million dollars.

b) Vote in Favor: Lahman, Springer, Birkholz, Nokes and Ferley.

c) Opposed: None.

10) Motion by Ferley to approve resolution 05-14, A Resolution Approving the Transfer of Control of the Cable System and Franchise Agreement in the City of Parkers Prairie, Minnesota.  Second by Nokes.

a) Discussion: The City granted a Cable Franchises Agreement to Data Video Systems, which was owned by Midwest Information Systems.  Midwest Information Systems is in the process of being bought by Arvig Enterprises, Inc.  The Resolution transfers control of the cable franchise from Data Video Systems to Arvig Enterprises. 

b) Vote in Favor: Lahman, Nokes and Ferley.

c) Abstain: Birkholz and Springer.

d) Opposed: None.

11)  Discussion: Ferley asked about Adult Entertainment Ordinance.  Campbell said that the draft ordinance had not been received from the attorney’s office.

12)  Motion by Nokes to pay the April bills as presented.  Second by Springer.

a) Discussion: The statement for MLS sent to Council members had an error in the current expense column.  A corrected copy was on the table at the beginning of the meeting. 

b) Vote in Favor: Lahman, Birkholz, Springer, Nokes and Ferley.

c) Opposed: None.

13)  Announcements:

a) The new Liquor Store Grand Opening is set for May 20th and 21st.  A band is scheduled for Friday and Karaoke is scheduled for Saturday night. 

b) A Public Meeting is scheduled for May 23rd at 7:00 P.M.  The purpose is to discuss the City’s role in a Jobz Project with Urbank Machine, Inc.

c) The Jaycee’s are looking at a basketball court project in City Park.  They will talk to the Council if and when any plans develop.

14) Tom Augustine of Ulteig Engineering made a presentation on the Campbell Park and Ponderosa Estates Water main and Sanitary Sewer Extensions Project.  The project is on the use list and will be prioritized this July.  The project is on hold until funding is available.

15) Motion by Ferley to have Augustine work with MPCA to have pond permit changed to allow 180 days detention.  Second by Birkholz.

a) Discussion: The Sanitary Ponds are currently permitted for 208 detention.  By changing the detention days the capacity increases the equivalent of 96 homes.  The change in day’s retention was originally requested in 1997.  The current standard is 180 days.

b) Vote in Favor: Lahman, Birkholz, Springer, Nokes and Ferley.

c) Opposed: None.

16) Committee Reports: Ferley reported that the Ambulance Joint Powers Board were OK with creating an endowment fund, the proceeds to be used for medical purposes.  They suggested that the board be the President of the Joint Powers Board, The Parkers Prairie Mayor, and two members from the former Hospital District Board.

17) Motion by Birkholz to Adjourn, Second by Springer.  Meeting adjourned at 9:05 PM.
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
