PARKERS PRAIRIE TOWNSHIP BOARD

PARKERS PRAIRIE CITY COUNCIL

JUNE 1, 2005

Those present were Larry Lahman, Mayor, Kevin Birkholz, Blayne Ferley, Linda Nokes and David Campbell.  Present from the Township Board was Eugene Payne, Board President, Bruce Jahnke, Town Clerk, Thomas Henry, Supervisor and Charles Jahnke, Supervisor.  Also present was Tom Myers—Independent, Mark Carlson and Darrel Carlson—Carlson Trucking and Don Rubner. 

1) The Special Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance at 8:00 p.m.

2) Motion by Ferley to bring Resolution 05-15, A Joint Resolution for Orderly Annexation, before the Council for Discussion.  Second by Nokes.

a) Discussion: The Resolution language comes from the State Office of Administrative Hearings. This Resolution proposes that the City annex properties owned by the City, Rubner, Calson Trucking, and Joe Dorn and Philip Revering.  Darrel Carlson expressed concerns of increased taxes and future assessments for street improvements.  He also wanted to know if he could or had to hook up to City utilities.  Carlson was told he could hook up to City utilities but that he did not have to.  There may be street improvements to the south of his property in the near future but there is no discussion about improvements to the west.  Tax impact yet to be decided. The Council discussed what the Differential Tax Schedule should be.  Minnesota Statute suggests a six-year transition.  Lahman felt that was what should be done.  Bruce Janke said that the industrial park annexation was for ten years.  Lahman would consider an eight-year transition as a compromise.  Birkholz felt the ten-year transition would help ease Mark Carlson’s concerns about taxes. 

b) Ferley amended his motion to adopt Resolution 05-15 with a ten year Differential Tax Schedule.  Nokes amended her second.

c) Vote in Favor: Lahman, Nokes, Birkholz and Ferley.

d) Opposed: None.

e) The Town Board approved their Resolution 05-01.  See Town Board minutes for voting details.

3) Motion by Birkholz to bring Resolution 05-16, A Joint Resolution for Orderly Annexation, before the Council for Discussion.  Second by Ferley.

a) Discussion: This resolution proposes that the City annex a 33 ft. wide strip of Road west of Carlson Trucking that now belongs to the Township.  The City would then assume all maintenance responsibilities.  The property is currently a public Road therefore no Differential Tax Schedule is required.

b) Birkholz amended his motion to adopt 05-16 as presented.  Ferley amended his second.

c) Vote in Favor: Lahman, Nokes, Birkholz and Ferley.

d) Opposed: None.

e) The Town Board approved their Resolution 05-02.  See Town Board minutes for voting details.

4) Motion by Birkholz to bring Resolution 05-17, A Joint Resolution for Orderly Annexation, before the Council for Discussion.  Second by Nokes.

a) Discussion: This resolution proposes that the City annex a 17 ft. wide strip of Road south of Carl Henning that now belongs to the Township and 16 ft. wide strip of property that belongs to Midwest Telephone.  The City would then assume all maintenance responsibilities.  The Township property is currently a public Road and the Midwest Telephone property tax is minimal therefore no Differential Tax Schedule is requested.  

b) Birkholz amended his motion to adopt 05-16 as presented.  Ferley amended his second.

c) Vote in Favor: Lahman, Nokes, Birkholz and Ferley.

d) Opposed: None.

e) The Town Board approved their Resolution 05-03.  See Town Board minutes for voting details.

There being no other business, the meeting adjourned at 9:32 PM.
