SPECIAL MEETING

PARKERS PRAIRIE CITY COUNCIL

October 4, 2005

Those present were Larry Lahman Mayor, Greg Springer, Kevin Birkholz, Linda Nokes, Blayne Ferley and David Campbell.  Also present was Tom Myers—Independent and Katherine Carlson—Attorney. 

1) The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance at 7:00 p.m.

2) Discussion: Attorney Katherine Carlson explained to the Council that when the old Liquor Store was advertised for sale there was no mention of land.  When the Samuelson’s Attorney offered a purchase agreement, it included land descriptions.  That then raised questions of who owned what and what kind of access did the City want to insure for neighboring property owners.  Also there is the fact that there is no platted alley behind the old Liquor Store or the neighboring properties. The questions to be considered are access of adjacent property owners to the backside of their property and access or easement for the private sanitary lines behind the buildings.  After much discussion the Council decided to establish a 19-ft. wide east-west alley between State Hwy 29 and the north-south alley in block 22. 

a) Motion by Springer to sell the old Liquor Store building, the land it sits on plus the South 13 feet of the West 60 Feet of Lot 14, Block 22.  The City will keep the South 7 feet of Lot 15, Block 22.  The City will try to buy the North 12 feet of the east 30 feet of Lot 14, Block 22 and the North 12 feet of the west 25 feet of the east 55 feet of Lot 14, Block 22. Second by Birkholz. 

b) Discussion: Campbell will check with an Appraiser to determine a fair price for the proposed purchases.  Attorney Carlson will amend the purchase agreement to reflect the City’s decisions. 

c) Vote in favor: Lahman, Birkholz, Ferley, Nokes, and Springer.

d) Opposed: None. 

3) Motion by Ferley to sell the South 13 feet of the east 15 feet of the west 75 feet to Revering.  Second by Birkholz.

a) Discussion: None. 

b) Vote in favor: Lahman, Nokes, Birkholz, Springer, and Ferley.

c) Opposed: None.

There being no other business, the meeting adjourned at 7:55 PM.
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
