SPECIAL MEETING

BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT

PARKERS PRAIRIE CITY COUNCIL

April 28, 2009
Those present were Donald Zuehlke—Mayor, Werner Knapp, Linda Nokes and David Campbell.  Also present were Bob Moe and Alan Hendrickx from the County Assessors Office.  Sandy Olson was present to address the Board.
1) The Special meeting was opened at 9:30 a.m. with a quorum present.  Donny Zuehlke is the trained council member.  The meeting was turned over to Bob Moe
2) Moe stated that rates were stable in the City.  Campbell distributed the list of property sales within the City.  There were 14 sales from October 1, 2007 through September 30 2008.  The median for the sales was 98 percent and there were no commercial sales.  There was some depreciation in the building schedule and some commercial buildings went up because of adjustments from the Marshall Swift schedule. 
3) Motion by Knapp to not make any adjustments to Joe and Sandy Olson property at the corner of Hwy 29 and CSAH 46.  Second by Nokes
a) Discussion: Olson expressed concern that the valuation of the property increased from $43,100 in 2007 to $52,300 in 2008 to $53,500 in 2009 and the only improvement was the log siding years ago. Moe stated that the mobile home is depreciated 80 percent.  The Marshall Swift schedule has increased commercial property in recent years and the property has been location adjusted.  Nokes asked if the property classification could be changed to residential.  Moe said they look at the last use.  Would have to change current use to change the classification.
b) Vote in favor: Zuehlke, Nokes and Knapp.
c) Opposed: None.

4) Discussion: Knapp asked Moe how taxes in Parkers Prairie compared to other communities.  Moe read off some other communities where Dent was the highest and Battle Lake was the lowest because of the lakeshore.  Parkers was on the high end.  The 547 School District levy is at the lower end of the other school districts.  After more discussion Moe asked if there were any other questions about assessments.  There were none.
5) Motion by Knapp to adjourn.  Second by Nokes.  There being no other business, the meeting adjourned at 10:30 A.M.
