Those present were Donald Zuehlke—Mayor, David Schmidt, Linda Nokes, John Zimmerman, Werner Knapp and David Campbell.  Also present were Tom Myers--Independent and John Kamphake.  Residents from the project area included Mark Carlson, Janice Uhde, Marilyn Johnson, Maureen Roloff, Marvin Vogelgesang, Hal Wilke, Sandra Wilke, Phil Kiltie, Merlyn Ordal, Carol Ordal and Russ Lewis.
1) The Special meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance at 7:00 p.m.

2) Motion by Knapp to approve a raffle request from Productive Alternatives.  Second by Zimmerman.


a) Discussion: The raffle will be drawn at the City Park softball field on August 15th, 
2009.


b)  Vote in favor: Zuehlke, Schmidt, Nokes, Zimmerman and Knapp.

c)  Opposed: None.

The Public Hearing was opened at 7:05 P.M.

3) The stated purpose of the meeting is to discuss a Feasibility Study done as the result of a resident petition.  The project includes curb & gutter, paving and storm water drainage on West Lake St. from State Hwy 29 west to Sunset Ave.  
4) Motion by Knapp to not continue with the West Lake St. Project as presented.  Second by Schmidt.
a) Discussion: Tom Klemmenhagen from Land Team Engineering started his presentation by explaining the steps involved in a project.  In this case the residents gave the City a petition for improvements on West Lake St.  The City accepted the petition and ordered a Feasibility Study for the proposed project completed.  The Feasibility Study was presented and accepted by the Council.  The next step is the Public Hearing which is what we are doing tonight.  If the project continues, the Council will call for Plans and Specifications.  Once the Plans are approved the Council will call for Bids.  After Bids are opened and a contract is awarded the project begins.  The City’s assessment policy is based on frontage footage.  Curb, gutter and pavement are assessed on a 50/50 basis and the storm water portion is assessed 75% to the City and 25% to the property owner.  The proposed street would be 31 feet from back of curb to back of curb.  There are two reasons for that.  The existing right-of-way is only 50 foot and there are MNDot drainage issues if the impervious area is increased beyond the current area.  The assessment includes the actual curb, gutter, paving, storm water system as well as related items.  Related items include Engineering fees, black dirt backfill, erosion control, water valve and manhole height adjustments, some existing bituminous removal and other similar items.  Storm water catch basins would be located by the intersection with Hwy 29 and near the existing detention pond.  The street in currently designed as a 7-ton street.  Ms. Roloff was concerned about the effect construction would have on her business.  Klemmenhagen stated that the contract would be written in such a manner that the public would have access to her business at all times but may be limited to foot traffic at times.  Mayor Zuehlke asked the public for a show of hands of who was in favor or against the project as presented.  The response was about 50/50.  Knapp asked the Council where the City was going to get the money for the City’s share of the project.  Knapp stated there were other streets around town that needed repair and that the City was three and one-half million dollars in debt and he was opposed to the project.  Mayor Zuehlke asked if that was a motion. Knapp stated it was a motion.  
b) Vote in favor: Knapp, Schmidt, Zimmerman and Zuehlke.
c) Opposed: Nokes.
5) Motion to Adjourn by Knapp.  Second by Zimmerman.  The meeting adjourned at 7:35 P.M.
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
