Those present were Donald Zuehlke—Mayor, Brian Koehn, Linda Nokes, Kelly Mesker, Greg Larson and David Campbell.  Also present were Sheryl Myers.  
1) The Special meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance at 5:00 p.m.  
2) Motion by Koehn to approve a budget of up to $12,000 and a Monday, May 10 deadline for the City Administrator to commit a contractor to repairing the pool edge cope repair acceptable to the Mn Dept of Health.  Second by Larson.

a) Discussion: Campbell should the Council pictures of two contractors work, one on a pool edge cope and the other was a deck.  The three apparent options at this point are Randy Gaulrapp and tile for about $4,500, Concrete Coating Solutions with an epoxy/aggregate product for $8,109 and Classic Concrete with a hand poured cope.  The Council discussed what their expectations were for the edge repair.  It was agreed that two years was a minimum and four years was desired to allow time for planning and fund raising.  They felt the concrete would last the shortest time and the epoxy/aggregate would last a long time with tile falling some where in between.  Larson was in favor of the tile solution because of the cost and the fact it was a local contractor.  Campbell expressed concern that the profile that was offered by Concrete Coating Solutions did not meet the Department of Health standards and would have to get that resolved.  Koehn said that he was comfortable with $4,000 per year of ‘life expectancy’ of the repair and Larson agreed.  The Council gave Campbell authority to spend up to $12,000 and a deadline of Monday to get a contractor for the repair.  Their first choice was Randy Gaulrapp if he could find an acceptable tile.  Second choice was Concrete Coating Solutions if an acceptable profile could be found Classic Concrete as a last resort.

b)  Vote in favor: Zuehlke, Mesker, Nokes, Larson and Koehn.

c)  Opposed: None.

3) Motion to Adjourn by Nokes.  Second by Koehn.  The meeting adjourned at 5:37 P.M.
