SPECIAL MEETING

PARKERS PRAIRIE CITY COUNCIL

June 7, 2010
Those present were Donald Zuehlke—Mayor, Brian Koehn, Linda Nokes, Greg Larson and David Campbell.  Also present were Jennifer Marquardt—Independent.  
1) The Special meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance at 7:00 p.m.  
2) Motion by Koehn to accept a bid from Morris Sealcoat & Trucking Inc. for $22,233.24 for seal coating McCornell Ave. from Elm St. to Delaware St. and 4th Ave from CSAH 42 to E. Jackson and E Jackson from 4th Ave to CSAH 42 in Parkers Prairie through a contract let by Otter Tail County.  Second by Larson.

a) Discussion: The Council submitted streets to be seal coated to the County last fall.  The City has piggy-backed on the County seal coat contract many times in the past.  The contract was awarded to Morris Sealcoat & Trucking.  The ASTECH bid would have been more advantageous to the City but the Morris bid was more advantageous to the County overall.  The Council decided that the City would probably not be able to do any better if we went out on our own. 

b)  Vote in favor: Zuehlke, Nokes, Larson and Koehn.

c)  Opposed: None.

3) Motion by Larson to not issue any more Visa Credit/Debit cards but to start using Fleet cards in the Fire Department and other eligible vehicles.  Second by Nokes.  


a) Discussion: Campbell is in the process of writing a credit card policy but needed to know if any more cards are to be issued.  Campbell and Schroeder each have cards in their name which are kept in the petty cash drawer.  They have been used for online or phone purchases and room reservations for training sessions.  The questions were: Do we issue cards to all full-time employees?; Do we issue a card to each Department in the Department’s name (Police Department, Fire Department, Maintenance Department?; Do we not issue any more cards?  After much discussion it was determined that the two current cards are meeting the City’s needs and the travel policy meets other needs for the few times employees or Council members travel on City business.  Campbell will establish fleet cards for the Fire Department and any other eligible vehicles.

b)  Vote in favor: Zuehlke, Nokes, Larson and Koehn.


c)  Opposed: None.

4) Motion to Adjourn by Koehn.  Second by Larson.  The meeting adjourned at 7:35 P.M.
