SPECIAL MEETING

PARKERS PRAIRIE CITY COUNCIL

August 9, 2010
Those present were Donald Zuehlke—Mayor, Brian Koehn, Linda Nokes, Greg Larson and David Campbell.  Also present were Jennifer Marquardt—Independent.  
1) The Special meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance at 7:00 p.m.  
2) Motion by Nokes to accept an offer of $40,612.50 from Rossco Equipment, Inc. for a replacement wheel loader.  Second by Larson.

a) Discussion: The Council has been looking for a replacement wheel loader since it was decided that the current equipment was beyond economical repair.  Several loaders have been reviewed but were rejected because of age, hours or cost.  The Council decided they would like something with six to eight thousand hours, newer than 1995 and in the $40,000 range.  Rossco offered a 1997 John Deere 544G with 6,800 hours, hydraulic coupler (quick disconnect for bucket, forks, etc.), third valve, Ride Control for $46,000.  He offered $8,000 for the City’s trade-in, reducing to cost to $38,000.  With sales tax the final price is $40,612.50.  Rossco will change out a mismatched tire, do an engine tune-up, clean up the loader and deliver it to the Maintenance Shop by the end of the month.

b)  Vote in favor: Zuehlke, Nokes, Larson and Koehn.

c)  Opposed: None.

3) Motion by Larson to send letters and place an ad in the Independent soliciting auditing services for 2010.  Second by Koehn.

a) Discussion: Koehn explained that last November Council member Knapp wanted to check around to see if we could save a little money with a different company.  It was agreed that it was too late in the year to start looking for a better deal but that we could do it before the next audit.  Professional services, such as Auditors, do not have to be selected by low bid.  Other factors, such as previous history with the City, can be considered.  The issue was how best to do the solicitation; by letter to certain auditing companies, by an ad in the local paper or both.  The pros and cons were discussed and it was decided to do both.

b)  Vote in favor: Zuehlke, Nokes, Larson and Koehn.


c)  Opposed: None.

4) Motion to Adjourn by Koehn.  Second by Nokes.  The meeting adjourned at 7:15 P.M.
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
