REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING

April 18, 2011  7:00 PM

Those present were Donald Zuehlke--Mayor, Brian Koehn, Greg Larson, Linda Nokes, Kelly Mesker and David Campbell.  Also present were Jennifer Marquardt—Independent and Crystal Brink—Yellow Book
1) Call to Order and Pledge.

2) Motion by Koehn to amend the Agenda by moving item 10, Recognition of Persons not on the Agenda, after item 2, Approval of Minutes, for a presentation by Crystal Brink about Yellow Book.  Then add Yellow Book discussion to the end of item 5, New Business.  Second by Larson.
a) Discussion: None.
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Nokes, Larson, Mesker and Koehn.
c) Opposed: None.

3) Motion by Nokes to approve March 21st, 2011 Minutes as presented.  Second by Larson.
a) Discussion: None. 
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Nokes, Larson, Mesker and Koehn.
c) Opposed: None.

4) Discussion: Crystal Brink of Yellow Book made a presentation to the Council regarding advertising for the Event Center.  She stated that Yellow Book has been around since 1930 and is available in 49 of 50 States.  The Yellow Book Company has expanded into an internet presence.  Older people tend to use the print version while younger people tend to use the internet version.  Yellow Book uses a bundle approach offering different groups of features at different bundle prices.  She went through the handout and explained the various options in each bundle.  The 2-QCW bundle in color is $118 a month, $108 for Black & White, the 24HS is $65 per month and a silver bundle is $41 per month.  A two month deposit is required and a 3.5 percent discount applies if the account is paid in full in advance.
5) Motion by Nokes to approve Resolution 11-09, A Resolution Accepting Donations to the City.  Second by Larson.

a) Discussion: None. 
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Larson, Nokes, Koehn and Mesker.

6) Motion by Larson to approve Resolution 11-10, A Resolution Designating the Prairie Event Center as the Elementary School Evacuation Shelter.  Second by Koehn.
a) Discussion: The Council requested that the a clause making the school liable for the cost of re-keying the front door locks in the event the key was lost be added to the Resolution.  Campbell will add the clause and co-ordinate with the school.
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Larson, Nokes, Koehn and Mesker.

c) Opposed: None.
7) Motion by Koehn to approve Resolution 11-11, A Resolution Authorizing Automatic Transfer of Funds between Savings Account and Checking Account.  Second by Mesker.
a) Discussion: None. 
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Larson, Nokes, Koehn and Mesker.

c) Opposed: None.
8) Motion by Koehn to approve a Raffle permit request from the Parkers Prairie Pride of Lions Club for June 18th, 2011 at City Hall.  Second by Larson.
a) Discussion: Koehn asked if there had ever been any problems with the gambling permits.  Campbell responded that there had not been any problems that he was aware of. 

b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Nokes, Larson, Mesker and Koehn.
c) Opposed: None.

9) Motion by Koehn to approve 3.2 Beer Garden license request from the American Legion for Fall Festival.  Second by Nokes.
a) Discussion: Koehn asked if there had ever been any problems with the Beer Garden.  Campbell stated that some people over stayed their welcome but there was never a problem that local law enforcement couldn’t handle with a few words of encouragement.  
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Larson, Nokes, Koehn and Mesker.
c) Opposed: None.
10) Motion by Koehn to accept Al Morrison’s resignation as part-time bartender at the Liquor Store.  Second by Nokes.
a) Discussion: Koehn wondered aloud if there would ever be a time that a resignation was not accepted. 
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Nokes, Larson, Mesker and Koehn.

c) Opposed: None.

11) Motion by Mesker to hire Paul Kies as Pool Operator.  Second by Koehn. 
a) Discussion: Campbell gave Council members copies of applications submitted for the position.  Koehn asked the Council if they felt the application from Ryan Mountjoy provided enough information to evaluate.  Nokes said no.  Campbell stated that Colby Palmersheim lives in Alexandria, is currently attending Alex Tech.  He will not be able to attend any of the Certified Pool Operator courses until he graduates; the next class then is June 8-9 which is when the pool should be opening.  He will need the mowing job in addition to the pool job in order to make it feasible for him to drive from Alex on a daily basis.  He also has an application for Border Patrol that will move him to California but not before November.  Paul Kies lives in town, has no plans to move, can attend the Certified Pool Operators course at any time and is Okay with just the pool position but would certainly be interested in the mowing job.
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Nokes, Larson, Mesker and Koehn.
c) Opposed: None. 
12) Motion by Mesker that the City pay mileage, meals and motel for Kies Certified Pool Operator training as provided in the City’s Travel Policy. The City will also pay for the Certified Pool Operators course and pay Kies a per diem of $70 per day for two days.  Second by Koehn. 
a) Discussion: Campbell will give a copy of the travel policy to Kies and explain the class reservation, per diem and other details of the training. 
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Larson, Nokes, Mesker and Koehn.

c) Opposed: None.

13) Discussion: Campbell noted that the Pool Operator position and the mowing position had not been evaluated for proper placement on the pay table and that the mowing position needed to be advertised.  The Council agreed by consensus to have the positions graded by the H/R consultant and to advertise for the mowing position.  
14) Motion by Mesker to adjust the swimming pool family season pass to $120 and otherwise accept swimming pools rates as presented.  Second by Larson
a) Discussion: The discussion noted that all the possible entries for a family of four, a family pass at $100 was really a bargain.  The rate for lessons has not been raised for several years.  
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Koehn, Larson, Nokes and Mesker 

c) Opposed: None.
15) Motion by Mesker to approve the Revolving Loan application as presented including the $250 application fee.  Second by Koehn.
a) Discussion: Campbell explained that the $250 is to cover legal expenses that the City will incur.  The fee probably will not cover the first application because the Attorney will be involved in the paperwork of the first loan and the staff should be able to do much of that work on subsequent loans.  The Application incorporates the Revolving Fund Guidelines adopted by the Council.
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Koehn, Larson, Nokes and Mesker 

c) Opposed: None.
16) Motion by Koehn to Table discussion on Crystal Brink’s Yellow Book presentation until the May regular Council meeting.  Second by Nokes.
a) Discussion: None.
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Koehn, Larson, Nokes and Mesker 

c) Opposed: None.
17) Discussion: Koehn stated that he had done an internet search on Metro steel singles and called a sales rep in the Cities.  The sales rep stated that he thought the Metro Shingle was the low end of the product line at $180 per square.  He felt that the other styles were so superior that they did not need underlayment and were about $190 per square.  Thirty year asphalt shingles were being locally quoted at $90 per square.  Koehn was concerned that the focus was to narrow and maybe we should be concentrating more on the warranty rather than a brand or type.  After more discussion, Mesker suggested that the bids include more styles and the contractor could submit “equal or better” options.

19) Motion by Nokes to Post the rifle range ‘No Trespassing’ until repairs are made to the backstop.  Second by Larson.

a) Discussion: The Sportsmans Club has posted No Trespassing signs at the range but Chief Whiting says that the property owner has to Post the property in order for him to enforce the no trespassing.

b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Koehn, Larson, Nokes and Mesker 

c) Opposed: None.
20) Motion by Koehn to pay March bills as presented.  Second by Mesker.  

a) Discussion: None.

b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Koehn, Larson, Nokes and Mesker

21) Motion by Koehn to have the City Clerk provide quarterly reports on overtime by department.  Second by Nokes.

a) Discussion: Koehn noted that this was a topic of discussion last year and wanted to see what the City’s over time liability was looking like. 
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Koehn, Larson, Nokes and Mesker 

c) Opposed: None.
22) Discussion: Larson asked if any action had been taken regarding Liquor Store Manager Klukken’s question about Liquor Store staffing.  Campbell said no but would discuss the specifics with Klukken and report back to the Council.
