REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING

May 16, 2011  7:00 PM

Those present were Donald Zuehlke--Mayor, Brian Koehn, Greg Larson, Linda Nokes, Kelly Mesker and David Campbell.  Also present were Jennifer Marquardt—Independent, Brittany Bjerketvedt and Ryan Mountjoy.
1) Call to Order and Pledge.

2) Motion by Koehn to approve the April 18th, April 26th and May 2 minutes as corrected.  Second by Nokes.
a) Discussion: The April 18th Minutes, item 7, will be corrected to show Koehn made the motion.      A motion by Nokes to advertise for the brush site attendant was left out of the May 2nd minutes.
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Nokes, Larson, Mesker and Koehn.
c) Opposed: None.

3) Motion by Koehn to approve Resolution 11-13, A Resolution Adopting a Credit Card Policy.  Second by Mesker.

a) Discussion: The underlying credit card policy was updated to add the Farm Plan account and the Resolution was then re-approved.
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Larson, Nokes, Koehn and Mesker.

c) Opposed: None.
4) Motion by Larson to approve Resolution 11-14, A Resolution Endorsing an Application for Safe Routes to School.  Second by Mesker.
a) Discussion: Safe Routes to School is a federally funded grant through MNDot to provide safe routes to school for K-8.  The City applied for the funds in 2008 but was not successful.  The program is once again funded but with a very short window for applications and the focus this time is strictly on infrastructure (sidewalks).  The grant is 100% but on a reimbursable basis so the City will have to fund the project and MNDot will try to reimburse as the project proceeds.  The 2008 application was for sidewalks on Dayton Ave, McCornell Ave and those blocks of Otter Ave (TH-29) where there are no sidewalks or substandard sidewalks.  The request also included a pedestrian initiated flashing crosswalk signal by the high school.  Campbell will re-work the application and submit it for 2011.  Campbell told the Council that issues that need to be considered is where the sidewalks will be placed, tree issues, snow removal responsibilities.
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Larson, Nokes, Koehn and Mesker.

c) Opposed: None.
5) Motion by Mesker to approve Resolution 11-15, A Resolution Accepting Donations to the City.  Second by Larson.

a) Discussion: None. 
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Larson, Nokes, Koehn and Mesker.

c) Opposed: None.
6) Motion by Larson to approve a Liquor license request for the Fire Department Relief Association Street Dance, June 18th.  Second by Mesker
a) Discussion: They will be serving 3.2 beer but some of the coolers are 5.5 % and require the Liquor license. 
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Nokes, Larson, Mesker and Koehn.
c) Opposed: None.

7) Motion by Larson to approve the Fire Relief Associations raffle permit request.  Second by Nokes.
a) Discussion: The raffle will be drawn August 7th at Fall Festival.  
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Larson, Nokes, Koehn and Mesker.
c) Opposed: None.
8) Motion by Mesker to approve the Senior’s Bingo license request for August 6th and 7th to held at the City Park.  Second by Larson.
a) Discussion: None.
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Nokes, Larson, Mesker and Koehn.

c) Opposed: None.

9) Motion by Koehn to accept the resignation of Carla Boyd as part-time bartender.  Second by Mesker.
a) Discussion: Written resignation was received via text message. 
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Nokes, Larson, Mesker and Koehn.
c) Opposed: None. 
10) Motion by Nokes to hire Jamie Olson and Todd Olson as brush site attendants.  Second by Larson. 
a) Discussion: Campbell recommended hiring two people because experience has shown that one person is not always available for the random Saturday mornings that the brush site is open.  Jamie Olson has done it before and Todd Olson is in town.
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Larson, Nokes, Mesker and Koehn.

c) Opposed: None.

11) Motion by Nokes to direct the City Administrator to send a letter to Rick Gappa requiring him to come into compliance with the City sanitary sewer ordinance.  Second by Mesker. 

a) Discussion: Campbell explained that Rick Gappa has made a connection to the City sanitary sewer system and is in violation of several sections of the Ordinance.  Campbell asked the Council for guidance on how they wanted to proceed.  Mesker agreed that their appeared to be violations and was concerned about a precedent being set if the Council did not enforce the Ordinance.  Koehn also expressed concern about setting a precedent.  Mesker felt Gappa needed to come into compliance.
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Larson, Nokes, Mesker and Koehn.

c) Opposed: None.

12) Motion by Mesker to hire following individuals as part-time seasonal lifeguards at the pay rate indicated.  Second by Larson
a) Discussion: All lifeguards were bumped to $7.25 in 2009 and that became the starting wage.  Returning lifeguards received a 10 cent increase in 2010.  Campbell recommended a 25 cent increase for returning lifeguards for 2011.  Pay rate shown includes a 25 cent increase for those individuals that have worked as lifeguards in the past.  Dedra Zwieg received a 50 cent increase as swim instructor and Dannielle received a 50 cent increase as manager and swim instructor.

a) Discussion: Koehn pointed out the fact that the Yellow Book distribution was mainly south of the City and that we need more exposure to north.  
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Koehn, Larson, Nokes and Mesker 

c) Opposed: None.
14) Motion by Mesker to suspend certificate sales / advertising with radio station KXRA until fourth quarter.  Second by Koehn.  
a) Discussion: There were 12 $100 certificates sold and only 2 redeemed.  The certificates are to be charged against the Event Center advertising budget.  The Event Center advertising budget is only $3,000 and we have other monthly advertising bills.  The decision was to suspend the campaign until October, 2011.
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Koehn, Larson, Nokes and Mesker 

c) Opposed: None.
15) Motion by Mesker to accept plans and spec’s for the City Hall re-roofing project and proceed with advertising for bids.  Second by Nokes.

a) Discussion: Campbell presented the Council with the drawings and spec’s for the City Hall re-roof project and recommended that the City proceed with advertising for bids.  The results will be available at the June meeting.
b) Vote in Favor: Zuehlke, Koehn, Larson, Nokes and Mesker 

c) Opposed: None.
