ZONING ORDINANCE
CITY OF PARKERS PRAIRIE, MINNESOTA
SECTION 4.0 – LAND USE DISTRICTS

4.01
DISTRICT DECRIPTIONS
4.011 For the purposes of this ordinance, the City of Parkers Prairie is divided into land use districts as shown on the accompanying map entitled, official Parkers Prairie Zoning Map which is hereby made a part of this ordinance.
4.012 The land use districts are:

R-1 Single Family Residential District

R-2 Medium Density Residential District

R-3 High Density Residential District

C     Commercial

I      Industrial Park

O    Open Development

S     Shoreland District

ANNEXATION – DETACHMENT

In the event of changes in the city limits removing territory from the city, districts boundaries shall be construed as moving with city limits. In the event of annexation of new areas to the city, such areas shall be considered to be in the O District unless it is within 1,000 feet of shorelands or unless otherwise classified.

LAND USE DISTRICT BOUNDARIES

Boundaries indicated as approximately following the center lines of streets, highways, alleys or railroad lines shall be construed to follow such lines. Boundaries indicated as approximately following platted lot lines shall be construed as following such lot lines. Boundaries indicated as approximately following city limits shall be construed as following city limits. Shorelands District shall always be 1,000 feet of the ordinary high water level of lakes.


4.04
DISTRICT REGULATIONS

The regulations of this ordinance within each district shall be minimum regulations, and shall apply uniformly to each district except as provided.

4.041 No buildings, structure, or land shall hereafter be used or occupied, and no building, structure, or part thereof shall hereafter be erected, constructed, reconstructed, moved or structurally altered except in conformity with all of the regulations herein specified for the district in which it is located.

4.042 No building or structure shall hereafter be erected or altered, to exceed the height or bulk, to accommodate or house a greater number of families, to occupy a greater percentage of lot area, to have a narrower or smaller rear yards, front yards, side yards, or other open spaces, than herein required; nor in any manner contrary to the provisions of this ordinance.

4.043 No yard or lot existing at the time of passage of this ordinance shall be reduced in dimension or area below the minimum requirements established by this ordinance.

USE AND UPGRADING OF INCONSISTENT LAND USE DISTRICTS


4.051 The land use districts adopted by this Ordinance in Subsection 4.012, as they apply to each District, and their delineated boundaries on the Official Zoning Map, are not consistent with the land use district designation criteria specified in Section 4.0 herein. These inconsistent land use districts designations may continue until revisions are proposed to change either the land use district designation within an existing land use district boundary shown on the Official Zoning Map or to modify the boundary of an existing land use district shown on the Official Zoning Map.
4.052 When revision is proposed to an inconsistent land use district provision, the following additional criteria and procedures shall apply. The land use district boundaries and use provisions therein for all the districts areas within the jurisdiction of the ordinance of said district must be revised to make them substantially compatible with the framework of the land use district.

4.053 When an interpretation question arises about whether a specific land use fits within a given “use” category, the interpretation shall be made by the Board of Adjustment. When a question arises as to whether a land use district’s boundaries are properly delineated on the Official Zoning Map, this decision shall be made by the City Council.

4.054 When a revision is proposed to an inconsistent land use district provision by an individual party or landowner, this individual party or landowner will only be responsible to provide the supporting and/or substantiating information for the specific parcel in question. The City Council will direct the City Clerk to provide such additional information for this district as is necessary to satisfy Items 4.051 and 4.052.

4.055 The City Council must make detailed findings of fact and conclusion when taking final action that this revision, and the upgrading of any inconsistent land use district designations on said district, are consistent with the enumerated criteria and use provisions of Section 4.0.
